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Th Republic of Moldova is a state situated in the south-eastern part of Europe.
eThe Republic of Moldova neighbors Romania on the west and Ukraine on
the east, north, and south. The territory of the Republic of Moldova covers a surface of
33.843,5 square kilometers. The distance from its northern extreme to its southern one
is 350 kilometers, and from west to east — 150 kilometers. The total length of the state
borders constitutes 1.905 kilometers.

Located in the south-west of the Eastern Europe Plain, the territory of the Republic
of Moldova occupies the space between the rivers Prut and Dniester, including The
Moldovan Upland, and a part of the territory on the left bank of the river Dniester,
reaching the south-western extremes of the Podolian Upland. The highest point — 429
meters; the lowest — 4 meters.

The Republic of Moldova declared its independence on August 27, 1991.

Its government form it is a parliamentary republic, having a president as chief of
state, and a prime-minister as head of the government.

The population of the Republic of Moldova represents about 2.998.235 inhabitants.
Moldovans (Romanians) are the majority ethnic group, encompassing around 82% of
the population.

The capital of the Republic of Moldova is the city of Chisinau, which has a popula-
tion of about 779.339 inhabitants.

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Simbolurile Armatei Nationale - stema, emblema si drapelul - au fost aprobate in
cadrul sedintei Comisiei Nationale de Heraldica din 12 iunie 2000 si prin ordinul
ministrului apararii al Republicii Moldova nr. 144 din 30 august 2000 despre aprobarea
Regulamentului cu privire la emblema, stema si drapelul Armatei Nationale.

Prin Legea nr. 217 din 17 septembrie 2010 privind Drapelul de Stat al Republicii
Moldova, la sugestia Comisiei Nationale de Heraldica a Republicii Moldova s-a legiferat
conceptia drapelului de lupta al unitétilor militare ale Fortelor Armate ale Republicii
Moldova. Articolul 15 al acestei legi stipuleaza: ,,Drapelul de lupta al unitétilor milita-
re, structurilor, subdiviziunilor si institutiilor Fortelor Armate ale Republicii Moldova
reprezintd o panza de mdtase dreptunghiulara (825 x 1.650 mm), reludnd pe fatd
compozitia Drapelului de Stat si purtand deasupra stemei, in semicerc, strigitul de arme
stabilit, iar pe verso — compozitia Drapelului de Stat in oglinda si avind deasupra si de
dedesubtul stemei legendele ce indicd apartenenta drapelului. Panza are pe perimetru
franjuri de aur, exceptdnd latura de la lance, care este fie prevazutd cu un manson de
imbrécare pe hampa, fie festonata cu fir de aur si inzestrata cu elemente de prindere de
catarg. Pe colturile batantului sunt prinsi cate un ciucure de aur. Hampa de drapel are
lungimea de 2.500 mm si este dotatd cu un varf standard pentru hampele drapelelor
institutiilor de stat ale Republicii Moldova. Drapelul de lupti se acorda prin decretul
Presedintelui Republicii Moldova. Regulamentele drapelelor de luptd pentru compo-
nentele Fortelor Armate ale Republicii Moldova se aproba prin decrete ale Presedintelui
Republicii Moldova”

In anul 2010 a fost aprobat Stindardul ministrului apararii al Republicii Moldova.
Conform pct. 19 al articolului ce reglementeaza utilizarea acestuia, Stindardul minis-
trului apararii al Republicii Moldova este aprobat prin decretul Presedintelui Republicii
Moldova, cu avizul Comisiei Nationale de Heraldica.

In lipsa Stindardului ministrului apararii al Republicii Moldova, in calitate de stin-
dard de functie al ministrului apararii se foloseste Drapelul de Stat.

In cazul arborarii mai multor drapele de nivel national in context cu Drapelul de stat,
in conformitate cu succesiunea ierarhicd descendentd a importantei, Stindardul minis-
trului apararii urmeaza imediat dupé Stindardul prim-ministrului Republicii Moldova.

Th National Army’s symbols - the coat of arms, the emblem and the flag -
ewere approved during the meeting of the National Heraldic Commission
on June 12, 2000 and by the order of the defense minister of the Republic of Moldova
No. 144 of August 30, 2000 “On the Approval of the Regulation regarding the National
Army’s Emblem, Coat of Arms and Flag”

In accordance with the Law No. 217 of September 17, 2010 regarding the National
Flag of the Republic of Moldova, on the suggestion of The National Heraldic Commission
of the Republic of Moldova, the concept of the Battle Flag of the military units of the
Armed Forces of the Republic of Moldova was enacted. The special article of this law
stipulates: “The Battle Flag of the military unit, structures, subdivisions and institutions
of the Armed Forces of the Republic of Moldova represents a rectangular silk cloth (825
x 1.650 mm), resuming, on the obverse, the composition of the State flag, wearing above
the coat of arms, in a semicircle, the established battle cry, and on the reverse - the com-
position of the State flag, mirrored, having above and below the coat of arms the marks
that indicate to whom the flag belongs. The cloth has golden fringes on its perimeter,
except for the rod side, which has either a muff for putting it on the pole, or is sewn with
golden wire and has elements which allow it to be fastened to the rod. Golden tassels are
attached to the free side’s corners. The flag pole has 2.500 mm in length and a standard
head for the poles of the Republic of Moldova state institutions’ flags. The Battle Flag
is awarded by a decree issued by the President of the Republic of Moldova. Regulations
regarding Battle Flags for Armed Forces of the Republic of Moldova units are approved
by decrees issued by the President of the Republic of Moldova”

In 2010, the Republic of Moldova defense minister standard was approved.
According to p. 19 of the article regarding this standard, the standard of the defense
minister of the Republic of Moldova is approved by a decree issued by the President of
the Republic of Moldova, with the notice of the National Heraldic Commission.

In the absence of the Republic of Moldova defense minister standard, the State Flag
is used instead, having the function of the defense minister standard.

In case of several national level flags flying in the context of the State Flag, according
to the hierarchical sequence of descending importance, the defense minister standard fol-
lows immediately after the standard of the Prime-minister of the Republic of Moldova.
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CONTEXTUL FORMARII ARMATEI NATIONALE

THE BACKGROUND OF THE NATIONAL ARMY'S CREATION

Premisele formarii Armatei Nationale au fost puse la 27 august 1991, odaté cu decla-
rarea independentei Republicii Moldova. In textul Declaratiei de independents,
adoptatda de Legislativul de la Chisinau la indemnul sutelor de mii de participanti la
Marea Adunare Nationald, s-a proclamat ,solemn, in virtutea dreptului popoarelor la
autodeterminare, in numele intregii populatii a Republicii Moldova si in fata intregii
lumi” ci ,,Republica Moldova este un stat suveran, independent si democratic, liber sa-si
hotarasca prezentul si viitorul, fara niciun amestec din afara, in conformitate cu idealuri-
le si nazuintele sfinte ale poporului, in spatiul istoric si etnic al devenirii sale nationale”.

Or, crearea unui stat si mentinerea lui presupun formarea unor institutii care sa-i
asigure functionalitatea si perpetuarea. Formarea Armatei Nationale a fost privitd, de la
bun inceput, ca 0 modalitate organicd de infaptuire a acestui deziderat.

Astfel, la 3 septembrie 1991, prin Decretul Presedintelui Republicii Moldova nr.
193, a fost creatd Armata Nationald a Republicii Moldova, menita sa asigure apara-
rea suveranitatii republicii si a integritatii ei teritoriale. Decretul prezidential stabilea
Guvernului termenul de o lund pentru elaborarea Conceptiei militare si adoptarea
unor masuri privind finantarea si fondarea bazei tehnico-materiale a fortelor armate,
completarea lor cu ofiteri si militari in termen, precum si initierea de tratative privind
reglementarea evacudrii trupelor sovietice de pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova si inlo-
cuirea lor cu formatiuni ale fortelor armate autohtone.

In aceeasi zi, au fost semnate si alte cateva decrete prezidentiale care fixau un
cadru pentru constituirea fortelor armate autohtone. Conform prevederilor aces-
tora, formatiunile militare ale Ministerului Afacerilor Interne si ale subunitatilor
Serviciului graniceri al Ministerului Securitatii urmau sa fie completate cu noi cadre
militare. Comisariatele militare ale Ministerului Apararii al URSS, dislocate pe teri-
toriul republicii, urmau sa treaca sub jurisdictia Republicii Moldova; tot patrimoniul
comisariatelor militare din teritoriu, inclusiv sistemul de evidentd si control militar,
urmau sa fie declarate proprietate a Republicii Moldova si transmise Guvernului, cu
drept de administrare. Conducerii URSS i s-a solicitat retragerea neconditionatd a
trupelor Ministerului de Interne. In baza unui acord special de dislocare temporara
a unitatilor militare sovietice, ce ar fi trebuit adoptat ulterior, urmau sd fie initiate
tratative cu privire la modul si termenele de evacuare a acestora si reglementarea
aspectelor juridice corespunzatoare.

O serie de alte acte legislative ce au stat la baza formarii Fortelor Armate ale
Republicii Moldova au fost adoptate de guvern. Astfel, la 24 septembrie 1991, prin
hotdrarea de guvern cu nr. 531, a fost instituit un grup de lucru ce urma sd elaboreze
proiectul Conceptiei Armatei Nationale, ulterior fiind creatd o comisie constituitd din
politicieni si specialisti in domeniul militar.

Prin hotararea nr. 268 din 13 noiembrie, Guvernul a repus in discutie problema
trecerii comisariatelor militare in subordinea Departamentului militar, transformand
Centrul republican de recrutare in Centru de instruire a efectivului fortelor armate.
Pana la adoptarea conceptiei, regulamentului, structurii si actelor legislative privind cre-
area fortelor armate nationale, comisariatele fuseserd autorizate cu functii de evidenta,
incorporare, testare medicald si psihologica a militarilor.

In temeiul hotararii nr. 628 din 13 noiembrie 1991, comisariatele militare au fost tre-
cute in subordinea Departamentului pentru probleme militare. Completarea efectivului
fortelor armate a ramas sub autoritatea Guvernului, iar responsabilitatea pentru selecta-
rea i repartizarea recrutilor a fost transferata institutiilor administrative militare locale.

Prin decretul prezidential nr. 234, ,,armele, munitiile, mijloacele de transport, teh-
nica militard, bazele militare si celelalte bunuri ce apartin unitatilor militare ale Armatei
Sovietice, dislocate pe teritoriul republicii” au fost declarate patrimoniu national si s-a
interzis evacuarea armamentului, tehnicii si bunurilor de pe teritoriul republicii. Guvernul
s-a angajat sd initieze de urgenta tratative cu organele de conducere ale URSS, in vederea
transmiterii acestor bunuri in proprietatea republicii, contribuind astfel la mentinerea
bazei tehnico-materiale necesare pentru functionarea fortelor armate autohtone.

Evenimentele interne au avut un larg rasunet international. Republica Moldova a
aderat la instrumente juridice internationale precum: actul final al Conferintei pen-
tru securitate si cooperare in Europa (adoptat la 1 august 1975); documentul final al
Reuniunii pentru securitate si cooperare in Europa (adoptat la 4 noiembrie 1986 - 19
ianuarie 1989 la Madrid); documentul reuniunii de la Copenhaga a Conferintei pentru

dimensiunea umana a CSCE (adoptat la 29 junie 1990); Carta de la Paris pentru o noua
Europa (adoptata la 21 noiembrie 1990); Conventia asupra imprescriptibilitatii crime-
lor de razboi si a crimelor contra umanitatii (adoptata la 26 noiembrie 1968); Conventia
pentru prevenirea si reprimarea crimei de genocid (adoptata la 9 decembrie 1948) etc.

Pentru a-si reglementa litigiile cu alte state si pentru a-si armoniza legislatia mili-
tard cu normele de drept international, Legislativul de la Chisinau a subscris (prin
declaratia nr. 708-X) la actele de neproliferare a armelor nucleare si a celorlalte arme de
distrugere in masa.

La 4 decembrie 1991, Departamentul de stat pentru probleme militare a facut
public proiectul dispozitiei privind asigurarea pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova a
privire la fortele armate conventionale din Europa si documentul de la Viena privind
masurile de intdrire a increderii si securitatii. Proiectul a fost coordonat cu Ministerul
Afacerilor Interne si Ministerul Securitatii ale Republicii Moldova.

Republica Moldova a aderat la obiectivele si principiile consfintite prin Tratatul de
la Paris cu privire la fortele armate conventionale din Europa si prin documentul de la
Viena privind masurile de intarire a increderii si securitétii in Europa. Astfel, Chisinaul
a informat comunitatea internationald despre intentia de a crea formatiuni militare
menite sa asigure securitatea si integritatea statului, pastrarea regimului constitutional
si ocrotirea drepturilor omului.

Dupa semnarea decretului privind organizarea fortelor armate, au fost semnate si
acorduri de colaborare in domeniul militar cu Roménia. Angajatii Departamentului
militar au selectat candidati pentru studii in scolile militare din Romania, inclusiv
infanteristi, piloti militari etc.
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Totodata, mai multi militari originari din Moldova
si stabiliti in alte regiuni isi exprimau dorinta de
a reveni in tara. La inceputul lui noiembrie 1991,
numarul de cereri in acest sens ajunsese la circa
300. In adresa Presedintelui Republicii Moldova si a
Departamentului militar continuau sa soseasca cereri
din partea militarilor moldoveni angajati in cadrul
armatei sovietice.

Factorii de decizie politico-militari au analizat cele
mai convenabile si rentabile variante de creare si con-
solidare a institutiei militare nationale. Au fost propuse
mai multe alternative: crearea unor structuri paralele in
raport cu armata sovietica, dupa modelul Republicilor
Baltice; declararea nationalizarii unitatilor militare,
dupa modelul Ucrainei; adoptarea unei conventii pen-
tru etapa de tranzitie, ce sd includa atat aspectele
social-economice si politice, cat si statutul unitatilor
militare sovietice aflate temporar pe teritoriul Moldovei,
asigurarea sociald si garantarea drepturilor ofiterilor

e : ¥l I si familiilor lor, unele aspecte tehnice. Luand in cal-
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declarat zond demilitarizata.

Conceptia privind instituirea fortelor armate ale
Republicii Moldova a fost elaborata in deplind con-
formitate cu legislatia militard propusd de Parlament
si cu principiile de baza ale securitatii nationale prin
mijloace militare, documentul fiind acceptat si de
Consiliul Suprem de Securitate. Pentru ca acesta sa
tie aprobat de citre Legislativ au fost analizate cu
minutiozitate toate aspectele: s-au luat in calcul facto-
rii economici, baza tehnico-materiala, completarea cu
cadre, faptul cd Moldova dispunea de o bazi de recru-
tare de trei-patru ori mai mare decat posibilititile
tehnico-materiale si necesitatile ei, motiv pentru care
nu toti tinerii ajunsi la varsta de recrutare isi puteau
satisface serviciul militar activ.

Statutul de zond demilitarizata pe care l-a ales
Republica Moldova nu presupunea absenta structu-
rilor armate, ci doar absenta unui complex militar
care sa angajeze Moldova intr-un conflict de proportii.
Conform unui document NATO, referitor la maximu-
mul de armament admisibil pentru armatele nationale,
Republica Moldova putea detine in dotare 210 tancuri,
210 vehicule blindate de luptd, 130 transportoare blin-
date, 250 piese de artilerie, 50 avioane de lupta, 50 eli-
coptere de atac.

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La 18 noiembrie 1991, prin decretul prezidential nr. 783-X11 a fost aprobat textul
juramantului militar.

Evenimentele din primele doui luni ale anului 1992 au afectat substantial procesul
de formare a Armatei Nationale. La 10 januarie 1992, a fost publicat primul proiect pri-
vind doctrina militard a Republicii Moldova, in care se mentiona ci ,,Doctrina militara
a Republicii Moldova are un caracter in exclusivitate defensiv, activitatile de pregatire si
organizare a apararii nationale nereprezentdnd amenintéri la adresa altor state”.

Deoarece dispunea de o rezervd de recrutare de trei-patru ori mai mare decat
posibilitatile tehnico-materiale si necesititile ei, s-a propus ca Republica Moldova sa-si
formeze o armata profesionistd, dupa modelul tarilor dezvoltate. Se miza pe un efectiv
de 20.000 de oameni, cheltuielile urmand sa fie de patru-cinci ori mai mici decét cele
pentru serviciul militar obligatoriu. Pentru indeplinirea acestui obiectiv, s-a procedat la
studierea legislatiilor armatelor strdine.

Conceptia militara includea doud genuri de armata: infanterie motorizatd si apa-
rare antiaeriand. Tinand cont de faptul cd amenintarile la adresa securitatii Republicii
Moldova veneau dinspre est, au fost create patru zone militare, armata urmand sa fie
organizatd in brigazi, initial fiind prevdzutd o singura divizie si ministerul.

In cadrul intrunirii de la Bruxelles din 30 ianuarie 1992, s-a stabilit caracterul noi-
lor relatii militare si politice intre Europa, America, Canada si fostele state sovietice,
Republica Moldova incadrdndu-se in circuitul relatiilor militare internationale.

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Th basis for the creation of the National Army was established on August 27,
el991, when the independence of the Republic of Moldova was declared. In
the text of the Declaration of Independence, passed by the Chisinau Legislative body
under the impetus of hundreds of thousands of participants in the Great National
Assembly, it was solemnly proclaimed “in virtue of peoples’ right to self-determination,
in the name of the whole population of the Republic of Moldova and before the whole
world” that “the Republic of Moldova is a sovereign, independent and democratic state,
free to choose its present and future, without any outside interference, in accordance
with the peoples holy ideals and aspirations, in the historic and ethnic space of its
national becoming”

At the same time, the creation of a state and its maintaining presuppose the forma-
tion of institutions which would ensure its functioning and perpetuation. The creation
of the National Army was regarded, from the beginning, as an organic way of realizing
this desideratum.

Thus, on September 3, 1991, by President’s Decree No. 193, the National Army of
the Republic of Moldova was created, with the mission of ensuring the protection of the
republic’s sovereignty and its territorial integrity. The Presidential decree established the
term of a month for the Government to create the Military Concept and to take measures
for financing and foundation of the armed forces” technical-material base, their comple-
tion with officers and soldiers and to start negotiations for the regulation of soviet troops’
evacuation from Moldova’s territory and their replacement with national armed forces.

The same day, several other presidential decrees were signed, establishing a
framework for the creation of local armed forces. According to their stipulations, the
Ministry of Internal Affairs’ military structures and the Frontier Service of the Ministry
of Security’s subunits were to be completed with new military personnel. The Military
Commissariats of the Ministry of Defense of the USSR, settled on the republic’s terri-
tory, had to pass under the Republic of Moldovass jurisdiction; all the possessions of the
military commissariats from the territory, including the evidence and military control
systems, were going to be declared as property of the Republic of Moldova and trans-
mitted to the Government, with administration rights. The USSR administration was
asked to withdraw immediately and unconditionally the Ministry of Internal Affairs
troops. On the basis of a special agreement on soviet military units’ temporary disloca-
tion, negotiations regarding the way and terms for their evacuation and regulation of
the respective juridical aspects were supposed to be carried.

By Decision No. 268 of November 13, the Government put again under discus-
sion the problem of the military commissariats entering under the subordination of
the Military Department, transforming the Republican Center for Enrollment in the
Center for the Instruction of the Armed Forces’ Manpower. Until the adaptation of the
conception, regulations, structure and legislative acts on the creation of the national
armed forces, the commissariats were authorized with functions like tracking, enroll-
ment, medical and psychological assessment of the military personnel.

On the basis of Decision no. 628 of November 13, 1991, military commissariats passed
under the Department for military problems’ subordination. The completion of the armed
forces’ effective remained one of the Government’s responsibilities, and the recruit’s selec-
tion and repartition was transferred to the local military administrative institutions.

By Decree no. 234 of the President of the Republic of Moldova, “arms, ammuni-
tion, means of transport, military technology, military bases and other Soviet Army’s
military units’ properties, dislocated on the republic’s territory” were declared national
patrimony and the eventual evacuation of arms, technology and properties from the
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republic’s territory was forbidden. The Government took the commitment to urgently
start negotiations with the USSR administration, for the possessions’” transmission in
the property of the republic, in order to maintain the technical-material base necessary
for the national armed forces’ functioning.

The internal events had a deep international echo. The Republic of Moldova
acceded to international juridical instruments, such as: the final act of the Conference
on Security and Cooperation in Europe (signed on August 1, 1975); the final document
of the Madrid Reunion for Security and Cooperation (adopted on November 4, 1986 -
January 19, 1989); the Document of the Copenhagen meeting of the CSCE Conference
for the Human Dimension (adopted on June 29, 1990); The Paris Charter for a New
Europe (adopted on November 21, 1990); the Convention on the Non-Applicability
of Statutory Limitation to War Crimes and Crimes against Humanity (adopted on
November 26, 1968); the Convention for Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of
Genocide (adopted on December 9, 1948), etc.

In order to regulate its issues with other states and to harmonize its military legisla-
tion with international law norms, the Chisinau Legislative underwrote (by means of
Declaration no. 708-X) the acts about non-proliferation of nuclear weapons and other
mass destruction weapons, pleading for the total removal of the nuclear and other
weapons of mass destruction.

On December 4, 1991, the State Department for military problems gave to pub-
licity the project of a disposition for facilitating, on the Republic of Moldova’s terri-
tory, the activity of foreign inspections, called to verify compliance with the Treaty on
Conventional Armed Forces in Europe and the Vienna Document on confidence and
security-building measures. The project was coordinated with the Ministry of Internal
Affairs and the Ministry of Security of the Republic of Moldova.

Moldova acceded to the objectives and principles consecrated by the Paris Peace
Treaty on conventional armed forces in Europe and by the Vienna Document on con-
fidence and security-building measures. Thus, Chisinau informed the international
community regarding the intention to create military formations, with the mission of
ensuring the state’s security and integrity, maintenance of the constitutional regime and
human rights protection.
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Right after the Decree on organization of armed forces was signed, agreements
on collaboration in the military field with Romania were also signed. The Military
Departments employees selected candidates for study in Romanian military schools,
including infantrymen, military pilots, etc.

At the same time, more and more servicemen born in Moldova and settled in other
regions were expressing their intention to return to their country. At the beginning of
November 1991, the number of requests reached about 300. The Republic’s President
and the Military Department continued to receive requests, sent to their address by
ethnically Moldovan servicemen enrolled in the soviet army.

The political-military deciders analyzed the most convenient and profitable possi-
bilities for creating and consolidating the national military institution. Several alterna-
tives were suggested: creating structures which would be parallel with the soviet army,
according to the Baltic States’ model; declaring the military units’ nationalization, fol-
lowing Ukraine’s model; adopting a convention for the transition stage, which would
include socio-economic and political aspects, as well as the status of the soviet military
units temporarily dislocated on Moldovass territory, social insurance and guarantees for
the respect of officers’ and their families’ rights, certain technical aspects. Taking into
account the economic potential, the human resources and the military legislation, the
Republic of Moldova chose another variant: it declared itself a demilitarized zone.

The Conception on instituting the Republic of Moldova’s armed forces was elabo-
rated in full compliance with the military legislation advanced by the Parliament and
with the basic principles of the national security by military means, the document also
being approved by the Supreme Council for Security. In order to be approved by the
Legislative, all the aspects were closely analyzed; the following issues were taken into
account: economic factors, technical-material base, personnel recruitment, the fact that
Moldova had an enrollment base which exceeded by three or four times its technical-
material possibilities and its needs, a reason why not all the young people which reached
the enrollment age could take active duty in the military.

The demilitarized zone status chosen by the Republic of Moldova didn’t imply
the absence of armed structures, just the absence of a military complex which would
engage Moldova in an ample conflict. According to a NATO document regarding the
maximum admissible armament for national armies, Moldova could possess 210 tanks,
210 armored battle vehicles, 130 armored transport units, 250 artillery pieces, 50 battle
planes, 50 attack helicopters.
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On November 18, 1991, by presiden-
tial decree no 783-X11, the text of the
military oath was approved.

The events from the first two
months of 1992 affected substantially
the national army creation process. On
January 10, 1992, the first draft of the
Republic of Moldovas military doctrine,
which included the following lines: “The
Republic of Moldovas military doctrine
has a wholly defensive character, the
activities of preparing and organizing
national defense not constituting threats
to other states’, was published.

Also on January 10, the Parliament was presented, for examination, the Law regu-
lating the social and judicial insurance of servicemen, their families’ members and of
citizens enrolled in military training. Since its enrollment reserve exceeded by three-four
times its technical-material possibilities and needs for the Republic of Moldova the cre-
ation of a professional army, following the developed states’ model, was suggested. An
effective of 20.000 people was considered; the expenses would have been four-five times
lower than those for the mandatory military service. In order to fulfill these objectives,
the foreign armies’ legislation was studied.

The military conception included two types of army: motorized infantry and anti-
aircraft defense. Since the threats to Moldova’s security came from east, four military
zones were created; the army was to be organized in brigades. At first, one division and
the ministry were prefigured.

As part of the Brussels meeting on January 30, 1992, the character of the new mili-
tary and political relations between Europe, America, Canada and former soviet states
was established, and the Republic of Moldova entered the circuit of the international
military relations.

THE MINISTRY OF DEFENSE

Ministerul Apararii al Republicii Moldova, format prin decretul prezidential
nr. 19 din 5 februarie 1992, a devenit noua structurd oficiald de conducere a
fortelor armate. In cadrul lui au fost angajati specialistii care activaserd anterior in
Departamentul militar, inclusiv ofiteri de toate gradele. Pand la acel moment, deja 700
de militari din armata sovietica (inca existenta pe atunci) solicitasera sa fie acceptati
in randurile nou-formatei structuri militare din Republica Moldova. Comisariatele
militare, subordonate pand atunci Departamentului militar, au fost incluse in structu-
rile Ministerului Apararii. In fruntea acestui minister a fost numit, prin decretul nr. 20
al Presedintelui Republicii Moldova, general-maiorul Ion Costas — primul ministru al
apararii al Republicii Moldova.

Unitatilor militare sovietice neincluse in componenta fortelor armate ale Republicii
Moldova li s-a atribuit statutul de trupe militare ale CSI amplasate provizoriu pe teri-
toriul republicii. In decurs de o lund, urma si se fixeze termenul concret de retragere a
acestora de pe teritoriul republicii.

Or, nou-creatul minister al apararii incd nu avea o baza tehnico-materiala adecvata
care sa-i asigure functionarea. La 15 februarie 1992, Presedintele Republicii Moldova a
emis decretul nr. 32, conform caruia Ministerului i se transmitea intregul complex de
cladiri si constructii ale Inaltului Comandament al Directiei sud-vest sovietice, impreu-
na cu tot utilajul si bunurile materiale. Transmiterea in stare adecvata a cladirii si mate-
rialului trebuia coordonatd cu comandamentul respectivei directii, pand la 1 martie
1992, cand toate unitatile stationate pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova urmau sa treaca
sub jurisdictia acesteia. A fost elaborat si proiectul unei hotédrari de guvern, ce preconiza
ca in fosta incintd a Comandamentului directiei sud-vest sa fie amplasate Ministerul
Apararii, statul-major al fortelor armate, directiile si subdiviziunile de aprovizionare si
deservire subordonate acestui minister, precum si o scoala superioard militara de profil
general. Pe parcursul anului, noua structura a elaborat si a propus spre aprobare noi
elemente ale legislatiei militare.
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Transformarile politice antrenau si transformari ale relatiilor dintre statele ex-sovie-
tice. La 18 februarie 1992, la intrunirea de nivel inalt de la Minsk, conducerea Republicii
Moldova si cea a Ucrainei si-au exprimat ferm optiunea de a forma armate proprii.
Ca reactie la aceastd decizie, care consacra, in plan militar, disolutia fostului imperiu,
presedintele Rusiei anuntase cd si Rusia isi va infiinta o armata proprie. Totusi, 8 state au
convenit sa formeze o armatd unicd. Din cele 14 documente puse in dezbatere in timpul
sesiunilor de lucru, Republica Moldova a semnat doar doua, care vizau asigurarea teh-
nico-materiald si asigurarea sociald a militarilor si membrilor familiilor lor.

Un aspect aparte il reprezenta inapoierea armamentului scos ilegal de pe teritoriul
statelor ex-sovietice. La 21 februarie 1992, ministrul apararii al Republicii Moldova si
reprezentantul statelor CSI au initiat tratative privind impartirea patrimoniului militar
de pe teritoriul republicii noastre. Dupa cateva runde de negocieri, s-a decis ca 90% din
patrimoniul militar amplasat in partea dreapta si circa 30% din cel amplasat in partea
stangd a Nistrului sa raména in posesia Ministerului Aparérii al Republicii Moldova.
Dupa caderea URSS, tarile post-sovietice nu ajunsesera incd la un consens in privinta
impartirii tehnicii militare, motiv din care negocierile din cadrul Tratatului fortelor
armate obisnuite in Europa deveneau din ce in ce mai tensionate. Delegatia Republicii
Moldova a propus o variantd optima pentru Azerbaidjan, Armenia, Georgia, Moldova
si Ucraina: la impartirea tehnicii sd se tind cont de numarul tarilor situate in regiunea
respectiva si nu de cel al districtelor militare.

La 22 aprilie 1992, in prezenta comandantului suprem al fortelor armate, a avut loc
ceremonia solemna a depunerii juramantului de credintd. Pentru prima data in isto-
ria statului independent Republica Moldova, 57 de militari (conducerea Ministerului
Apararii si corpul de ofiteri) au depus jurdmantul de credinta fata de Republica Moldova
si poporul ei, iar presedintele tarii a primit salutul lor, in limba roménd, cu formula ,,Sa
traiti, domnule comandant suprem” La 24 aprilie 1992, ministrul apardrii a aprobat
statele de personal si, prin ordinul nr. 83 din 27 mai, au fost numiti primii viceministri
ai apardrii. Ulterior, la 29 aprilie 1992, la indicatia Guvernului republicii, Ministerul
Apararii a examinat si proiectul privind necesitatile militare ale Republicii Moldova.

The Ministry of Defense

La 28 mai 1992, prin ordinul
nr. 16 al ministrului apérarii, au fost
aprobate si statele temporare ale
comisariatelor militare. In august
1992, prin ordinul ministrului apéra-
rii, au fost desemnati primii comisari
ai oragelor si raioanelor. In aceeasi
perioadd, conducerea tarii a aprobat
prima uniforma militard si semnele
distinctive.

La 16 octombrie, Comisariatul
militar a fost transformat in
Departament administrativ militar
al Republicii Moldova. Aprobarea
acestei structuri si completarea cu
personal au marcat finalul organizarii principalelor directii si sectii independente ale
Ministerului Apararii si ale statului-major.

Pe parcursul celor 30 de ani de existenta, Ministerul Apararii al Republicii Moldova
a cunoscut diverse remanieri de structurd, orientate spre reformarea lui calitativa.
Introducerea functiei civile a ministrului apararii, prioritatile demilitarizarii ministeru-
lui si personalului acestei structuri au marcat un salt calitativ spre controlul societatii
civile asupra organismului militar.

Dat fiind ca apararea nationala este una din cele mai importante functii ale statului
si constituie cauza intregului popor, Armata este subordonata exclusiv vointei poporului,
pentru garantarea suveranitatii, a independentei si a unitatii, a integritatii teritoriale a
tarii si a democratiei constitutionale. Politica de apdrare urmareste generarea conditiilor
pentru modernizarea si adaptarea capabilitatilor militare la riscurile si provocarile spe-
cifice actualului context geopolitic, evolutiile si tendintele acestuia si consolidarea par-
teneriatelor strategice relevante intereselor nationale. Parteneriatele strategice constituie
fundamentul unor relatii solide si cuprinzatoare cu statele partenere

Actualul context de securitate, extrem de dinamic si complicat, cu o combinatie
de riscuri si amenintari tot mai complexe, impune accelerarea procesului de crestere a
capacitdtii de aparare si de dezvoltare a capabilitatilor militare ale Armatei Nationale.

Dezvoltarea si mentinerea unor capabilitati de aparare robuste si reziliente, credibi-
le, interoperabile, flexibile si eficiente, destinate atat descurajarii unei agresiuni impotri-
va Republicii Moldova, inclusiv in spectrul neconventional sau hibrid, cat si indeplinirii
angajamentelor internationale asumate, reprezintd conditia esentiala pentru indeplini-
rea obiectivelor documentelor de politici in domeniul apararii.

Eforturile Ministerului Apararii pe termen mediu si lung se refera la implemen-
tarea Strategiei nationale de aparare, Strategiei militare, Programului de activitate
a Guvernului Republicii Moldova, Planului de dezvoltare a capabilititilor militare
ale Armatei Nationale pe termen lung (PDCMANTL), Cadrului bugetar pe termen
mediu, Planului Individual de Actiuni al Parteneriatului Republica Moldova-NATO,
Procesului de Planificare si Revizuire a Parteneriatului (PARP), Planului de imple-
mentare a Fazei a II-a a Initiativei de Consolidare a Capacitatilor de Aparare (DCBI)
si altor angajamente asumate.

Constituirea, dezvoltarea si mentinerea capabilitatilor se realizeazd avand in vedere
cerintele si actiunile specifice, cuprinzand elementele de doctrind, organizare, instruire,
dotare, conducere (comanda), personal, infrastructura si interoperabilitate.
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STRUCTURI DIN CADRUL MINISTERULUI APARARII

Cabinetul ministrului apararii. Cabinetul ministrului apérérii are misiunea de a
asigura activitatea ministrului apararii in calitate de membru al Guvernului si conduca-
tor al autoritatii publice centrale, cu responsabilitati in domeniul apérarii nationale.

Directia transformare. Directia transformare este o subdiviziune autonoma inter-
nd din cadrul aparatului central al Ministerului Apararii, avand misiunea de a coordona
procesul de realizare a transformarii in domeniul apérérii in Armata Nationala. Este res-
ponsabild de sincronizarea, monitorizarea si elaborarea de rapoarte asupra activitatilor
intreprinse in domeniul transformarii.

Directia politica de aparare si planificare a apararii. Directia politicd de aparare
si planificare a apdrarii are misiunea de a elabora, promova, asigura, coordona si gesti-
ona politica de apérare si procesul de planificare a apardrii nationale la nivel national si
international.

Directia cooperare internationala. Directia cooperare internationald are misiu-
nea de a promova, asigura, coordona si gestiona cooperarea Ministerului Apararii cu
institutiile de aparare ale altor state, cu atasatii apararii si corpul diplomatic acreditat in
Republica Moldova, organizatiile internationale guvernamentale si nonguvernamenta-
le, precum si cele de profil.

Directia politici de dezvoltare a resurselor umane si invatimant militar.
Misiunea Directiei politici de dezvoltare a resurselor umane si invatamant militar este
de a se implica in implementarea obiectivelor si directiilor strategice de activitate ale
Ministerului Apararii, promovéand si monitorizand modul in care, in cadrul Armatei
Nationale si autoritatilor administrative din subordinea ministerului, sunt aplicate poli-
ticile publice si reglementdrile cu privire la dezvoltarea resurselor umane, invatimantul
militar, protectia sociala a militarilor, reconversia profesionala a militarilor, asigurarea
egalitatii de sanse intre femei si barbati, simbolurile corporative ale Armatei Nationale.

Directia planificare resurse financiare si tehnico-materiale. Directia planificare
resurse financiare si tehnico-materiale este o subdiviziune structurald, functional inde-
pendentd, din cadrul Ministerului Apararii, imputernicita cu functia de planificare a
resurselor bugetare privind asigurarea financiard, inclusiv tehnico-materiala.

Sectia analiza, monitorizare si evaluare a politicilor. Sectia analiza, monitorizare
si evaluare a politicilor este o subdiviziune autonoma interna din cadrul aparatului cen-
tral al Ministerului Apararii, avand misiunea de a consolida capacitatile de planificare
strategica, analiza, monitorizare, evaluare si raportare privind implementarea de cétre
Ministerul Apararii a politicilor publice nationale, sectoriale si intersectoriale.

Directia management institutional. Misiunea Directiei management institutional
este de a coordona activitatea subdiviziunilor de suport din cadrul aparatului central
al Ministerului Apararii; a participa la gestionarea domeniului juridic, financiar, al
tehnologiilor informationale, lucrarilor de cancelarie, resurselor umane, informarii si
comunicarii cu mass-media; a implementa politicile stabilite si a propune noi modalitati
de actiune in aceste domenii.

Serviciul audit intern. Serviciul audit intern are misiunea de a efectua operatiuni
de audit intern, a oferi consultantd, a evalua obiectiv si a oferi sugestii privind
imbunitatirea sistemului de management financiar si control.
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Th Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova was created by the Decree
eno. 19 of February 5, 1992 of the President of the Republic of Moldova,
becoming the new official administrative structure of the armed forces. It employed all
the specialists that formerly worked in the Military Department, including officers of all
degrees. At the moment, 700 servicemen from the (then still existing) soviet army had
already requested to be accepted in the ranks of the newly-created military structure of
the Republic of Moldova. The military commissariats, until then subordinated to the
Military Department, were included in the Ministry of Defense structures. By Decree
no. 20 of the President of the Republic of Moldova, the first Minister of Defense was
appointed — Major General Ion Costas.

The soviet military units which weren't included in the composition of the armed
forces of the Republic of Moldova were given the status of CIS troops, temporary placed
on the Republic’s territory. In the course of a month, the deadline for their withdrawal
from the Republic’s territory was to be determined.

But the newly created Ministry of Defense had no adequate technical-material
base which would ensure its functioning. On February 15, 1992, the President of the
Republic of Moldova issued the Decree no. 32, according to which the Ministry of
Defense of the Republic of Moldova was transmitted the whole complex of building
and constructions belonging to the High Command of the soviet south-western direc-
tion, together with its equipment and properties. The transmission in an acceptable
state of the building and the equipment had to be ensured until March 1, 1992, when
all the units dislocated on the territory of the Republic of Moldova passed under the
latter’s jurisdiction. A governmental decision draft was approved, according to which
the Ministry of Defense, the Staff of the armed forces, the supply and service directions
and subdivisions subordinated to the Ministry were to be placed in the former premises
of the Command of the south-western direction, along with a high military school of a
general profile. During the year, the new structure drafted and presented for approval
new elements of military legislation.
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The political transformations also triggered transformations in the ex-Soviet states’
relations. On February 18, 1992, at the top-level meeting in Minsk, leaders of Moldova
and Ukraine firmly expressed their option to create their own national armies. As a
reaction to this decision, which marked, under the military aspect, the former empire’s
dissolution, the Russian President declared that Russia, will institute its own army too.
Nevertheless, 8 states agreed to create a common army. The Republic of Moldova signed
only two of 14 discussed documents — the ones concerning the technical-material
ensuring and the social insurance of servicemen and their families’ members.

A special aspect was the returning of the armament which was illegally taken from
the former Soviet states’ territory. On February 21, 1992, the defense minister of the
Republic of Moldova and the CIS states’ representative started negotiations regarding
the sharing of military possessions from our republic’s territory. After several negotia-
tion rounds, it was decided that about 90% of the military property from Dniester’s right
bank and about 30% - from its left bank should remain in the Ministry of Defense of the
Republic of Moldova's possession. After the fall of the USSR, the post-soviet states didn't
reach consensus regarding the sharing of military technology, and for this reason nego-
tiations as part of the Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe became more
and more tense. The Moldovan delegation suggested the best variant for Azerbaijan,
Armenia, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine: in sharing the technology, the number of
countries in the region should be taken into account, not the military districts’ number.

The Ministry of Defense

On April 22, in the presence of the supreme commander of the armed forces, the
solemn ceremony of the oath of enlistment took place. For the first time in the history of
the Republic of Moldova as an independent state, 57 servicemen (the Ministry of Defense
leaders and the officer staff) took the oath of fidelity to the Republic of Moldova and its
people, and the President received their salutation, in Romanian language, with the formula
“Mr. Supreme Commander to live!”. On April 24, 1992, the minister of defense approved
the personnel lists and, by the order no. 83 of May, 27, the first deputy ministers of defense
were assigned. On April 29, 1992, at the suggestion of the Government of the Republic, the
Ministry of Defense examined a draft on military necessities of the Republic of Moldova.

On May 28, 1992, by the order no. 16 of the minister of defense, the temporary
personnel lists of the military commissariats were also approved. In August 1992, by the
minister of defense’s order, the first commissars for cities and counties were assigned. In
the same period, the first military uniform and distinctive signs were approved by the
country’s administration.

On October 16, the Military Commissariat became the Military Administrative
Department of the Republic of Moldova. The approval of this structure and its comple-
tion with personnel marked the final phase of the organization of main directions and
independent sections of the Ministry of Defense and General Staft.

In the 30 years of its existence, the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova
knew different structural reorganizations, aimed at its qualitative reform. The introduc-
tion of the civilian function of minister of defense, the priorities of demilitarizing the
ministry and the structure’s personnel meant a qualitative leap towards civil society’s
control over the military organism.

Given that national defense is one of the most important functions of the state and
a cause of the whole people, the Army is subordinated only to the will of the people, in
order to guarantee the country’s sovereignty, independence, unity, territorial integrity,
and constitutional democracy. The defense policy aims towards generating the condi-
tions for modernizing and adapting military capabilities to the risks and challenges of
the geopolitical context, its evolution and trends, and deepening the strategic partner-
ships relevant for the national interest. The strategic partnerships are the fundament for
stable and wide-ranging relations with partner-states.

The contemporary security context, extremely dynamic and complex, with a com-
bination of risks and increasingly complex threats, suggests the accelerated increasing of
defense capabilities and the development of military capabilities of the National Army.

The development and maintaining of strong and resilient, credible, interoperable,
flexible, and efficient defense capabilities, which would have as an aim discouraging an
aggression against the Republic of Moldova, including in the unconventional or hybrid
spectrum, as well as the realization of international commitments, is the essential con-
dition for fulfilling the objectives of defense policy documents.

The long and medium term efforts of the Ministry of Defense are oriented towards
implementing the National defense strategy, Military strategy, Activity program of the
Government of the Republic of Moldova, Plan for the long term development of the
military capabilities of the National Army, Medium term budget framework, Individual
Plan of Actions of the Republic of Moldova-NATO Partnership, Partnership Planning
and Revision Process (PARP), the implementation plan of the second phase of the
Defense Capacity Building Initiative and other commitments.

The creation, development and maintenance of capabilities is carried on taking into
account the specific requests and actions, including elements of doctrine, organization,
instruction, equipment, command, personnel, infrastructure, and interoperability.
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STRUCTURES OF THE MINISTRY OF DEFENSE

Cabinet of the Minister of Defense. The mission of the Cabinet
of the minister of defense is to assist the minister of defense’s
activity, as a member of the Government and leader of the central
public authority with attributions in the field of national defense.

Transformation Directorate. The transformation directorate is
an autonomous internal subdivision of the central apparatus of
the Ministry of Defense, with the mission to coordinate the process of
accomplishing transformation in the field of defense in the National
Army. It is responsible for the synchronization, monitoring, and
drafting reports on activities in the field of transformation.

Defense Policy and Planning Directorate. The defense policy
and planning directorate has the mission of drafting, promot-
ing, ensuring, coordinating, and managing the defense policy and
the process of planning the national defense at a national and inter-
national level.

International Cooperation Directorate. The international coop-
eration directorate has as a mission promoting, ensuring, coor-
dinating, and managing the Ministry of Defense’s cooperation with
defense institutions of other countries, defense attachés and the
diplomatic corps accredited to the Republic of Moldova, state orga-
nizations and NGOs.

uman Resource Policy Development and Military

Education Directorate. The mission of the human resource
policy development and military education directorate is to become
involved in the implementation of strategic objectives and activity
directions of the Ministry of Defense, promoting and monitoring
the way in which public policies and regulations regarding human
resource development, military education, social protection of the
military personnel, the professional reconversion of military per-
sonnel, gender equality, corporate symbols of the National Army
are applied in the National Army and administrative authorities
subordinated to the ministry.

irectorate of Planning Financial and Techno-Material

Resources. The directorate of planning financial and techno-
material resources is a functionally independent structural subdivi-
sion of the Ministry of Defense, having the aim of planning budget
resources for financial, including techno-material security.

Policy Analysis, Monitoring and Evaluation Section. The policy
analysis, monitoring and evaluation section is an internal autono-
mous division of the central apparatus of the Ministry of Defense, with
the mission of consolidating the capacities of strategic planning, analy-

Armata National a initiat relatii de colaborare cu diferite structuri ale statelor par-
tenere si organizatii internationale, incheind numeroase acorduri. Pana la acest
moment au fost semnate peste 30 de acorduri bilaterale semnificative, inclusiv 16 acor-
duri bilaterale de baza si numeroase memorandumuri si protocoale ce vizeaza diverse
aspecte ale colaborarii.

Activitatea din cadrul acestui segment este orientatd spre realizarea si dezvoltarea
parteneriatelor strategice si a cooperarii internationale bilaterale si multilaterale in
domeniul apérarii, asigurand dezvoltarea structurii de aparare a Republicii Moldova,
inclusiv prin intermediul proiectelor si programelor de asistenta. Prioritatile acestui

Th National Army initiated collaboration relationships with various structures
eof partner states and international organizations, signing numerous agree-

ments. Until the present moment, over 30 significant bilateral agreements were signed,
‘ including 16 bilateral basic agreements and various agreements and protocols regarding
various aspects of the collaboration.

The activity carried in this field is oriented towards realizing and developing strate-
gic partnerships and international bilateral and multilateral cooperation in the field of
defense, ensuring the development of the defense structure of the Republic of Moldova,
including via assistance projects and programs. The priorities of this field include the
deepening of bilateral and multilateral politico-military dialogue with partner-states
and international organizations; realizing and ensuring the implementing of foreign
assistance projects and programs; developing partnership through identifying funds
and assistance programs (projects); implementing demarches/actions which aim at
managing the military aspects involved in international regimes, treaties, and initiatives
regarding consolidating peace and respecting the rule of law.
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Primele relatii internationale in plan militar - cu institutia similard din Romania -
au fost stabilite imediat dupd emiterea decretului de organizare a institutiei militare
a Republicii Moldova. La 14 decembrie 1992, Armata Nationala a semnat primul acord
de colaborare militara cu Romania, in timpul vizitei la Chisinau a ministrului roman al
aparirii, generalul Niculae Spiroiu. In septembrie 1993, a fost incheiat un protocol ce
reglementa colaborarea in domeniul invataméantului militar. Colegii din Romania s-au
angajat sd pregateasca cadre militare in propriile lor institutii de profil.

Pe parcursul anilor, aceste acorduri au fost completate cu mai multe protocoale
semnate, ce au reglementat un vast spectru de domenii: colaborarea in domeniul trans-
porturilor militare (Bucuresti, 24 iulie 1997); colaborarea in domeniul invatamantului
militar (Brasov, 4 martie 2000); cooperarea in domeniul transmisiunilor (Chisinau,
21 iunie 2005); colaborarea in domeniul topo-geodeziei militare (25 decembrie 2006,
Chisindu si 9 martie 2007, Bucuresti) etc.

Acordul semnat la 20 aprilie 2012, la Chisindu, intre Guvernul Republicii Moldova
si Guvernul Romaniei a stabilit cadrul legal necesar cooperdrii in domeniul militar,
reglementand aspecte precum: politica de aparare; schimburi de cunostinte asupra
conceptului de securitate si aparare; controlul armamentelor; pregatirea personalului;
legislatie; reglementari interne si internationale privind apérarea nationald si categoriile
de forte ale armatei; managementul resurselor, cercetari stiintifice etc.




Colaborare internationali

International Collaboration

Th first military international relationships - with the similar institution of
eRomania - were established right after the emission of the Decree for the
organization of the military institution of the Republic of Moldova. On December 14,
1992, the National Army of the Republic of Moldova signed its first military collaboration
agreement with Romania, during the Romanian Ministry of Defense, General Niculae
Spiroiu’s visit to Chisinau. In September 1993, a protocol which regulated the collabora-
tion in the field of military education was concluded. The Romanian colleagues commit-
ted themselves to prepare military personnel in their own specialized institutions.

Over the years, to these agreements different signed protocols were added, which
regulated a vast spectrum of fields: collaboration in the field of military transportation
(Bucharest, July 24, 1997); collaboration in the field of military education (Brasov, March
4, 2000); collaboration in the field of transmissions (Chisinau, June 21, 2005); collabo-
ration in the field of military topogeodesy (December 25, 2006, Chisinau and March
9, 2007, Bucharest), etc. The agreement signed on April 20, 2012, in Chisinau, by the
Government of the Republic of Moldova and the Government of Romania established
the legal framework necessary for military cooperation, regulating aspects as: defense
policy; knowledge exchange regarding the concept of security and defense; arms con-
trol; personnel training; legislation; internal and international regulations regarding
national defense and armed forces categories; resource management, research, etc.
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T primii ani de independenta au fost initiate si relatii de colaborare cu unele state
nex-sovietice, prin participarea la intruniri si seminare in domeniul securitatii
militare. La 19 februarie 1993 a fost semnat un acord de colaborare intre institutia
militard din Moldova si cea din Ucraina. Documentul constituie baza legislativa a
cooperarii militare dintre armatele celor doua state. In cadrul fixat prin acest acord, au
fost semnate un sir de protocoale suplimentare, ce au reglementat mai multe aspecte,
inclusiv faptul ca militarii celor douad institutii sd stabileascd, in fiecare an, prioritatile
de baza pentru actiunile comune. Tot la 19 februarie 1993, a fost semnat si Protocolul
cu privire la colaborare in domeniul topo-geodeziei militare. La 2 noiembrie 1995 a
fost semnat un protocol cu privire la asigurarea logistica a trupelor. La sfarsitul aceleiasi
luni, protocolul a fost completat cu principii de reglementare a plétii pentru transportu-
rile militare. In 1998, institutiile militare din Republica Moldova si Ucraina si-au stabilit
priorititile comune in domeniul medicinei si invatdiméntului militar. La 23 februarie
2003, la Kiev, au fost stabiliti parametrii colabordrii in domeniul apararii antiaeriene.
Pe parcursul anilor urmatori au fost reglementate prin acorduri aspecte ce tin de pro-
blemele sociale ale militarilor si membrilor familiilor acestora.
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uring the first independence years, collaboration relationships were also estab-

lished with several ex-Soviet states, by participation in meetings and workshops in
military security. On February 19, 1993 a collaboration agreement between the military
institutions of Moldova and Ukraine was signed. The document represents the legisla-
tive basis for military collaboration between the two states’ armies. In the framework
of this agreement, several additional protocols were signed, regulating various aspects,
including the fact that representatives of the two institutions would fix, on a yearly basis,
the top priorities for common actions. Also on February 19, 1993 the Protocol regarding
the collaboration in the field of military topogeodesy was signed. On November 2, 1995,
another protocol, regarding logistical support of the troops, was signed.

At the end of the same month, principles regulating the payment for military trans-
portations were added to the protocol. In 1998, the military institutions of the Republic
of Moldova and Ukraine established common priorities in the field of battlefield medi-
cine and military education. On February 23, 2003, in Kiev, parameters for collabora-
tion in the field of anti-aircraft defense were established. In the following years, aspects
regarding the social issues of servicemen and their families’ members were regulated
by agreements.
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Pentru Republica Moldova, colaborarea militara cu Statele Unite ale Americii are
o semnificatie deosebit de importantd, atat sub aspectul securitatii, cat si sub cel
al dotérii. Bazele acestei cooperdri au fost puse la 30 ianuarie 1995, cand Presedintele
Republicii Moldova si ministrul apérarii al SUA, Wiliam J. Perry, au semnat declaratia
prin care tara noastra a aderat la Programul de parteneriat cu tarile Europei Centrale si
de Est, initiat in decembrie 1992 de catre Biroul Garzii Nationale a Statelor Unite ale
Americii. Documentul a fost semnat in timpul vizitei la Chisinau a demnitarului ame-
rican. La 4 decembrie 1995 a fost elaborat un memorandum ce prevedea cooperarea
in domeniul apararii dintre Armata Nationala a Republicii Moldova si Departamentul
Apararii al Statelor Unite ale Americii. Pentru Republica Moldova, principalul partener
din armata americana a devenit Garda Nationala a Carolinei de Nord, iar principiile
fundamentale ale acestui memorandum au fost discutate in timpul schimburilor de
delegatii oficiale intre Garda Nationald a Carolinei de Nord si Ministerul Apararii al
Republicii Moldova, inclusiv in cadrul vizitei la Chisinau a generalului Emerson.

In anul 1996, militarii americani au participat la constructia bisericii militare
de la Chisinau.

In anul 1997, pe teritoriul Republicii
Moldova s-au desfasurat primele exercitii
comune moldo-americane (MEDCEUR),
la care au participat 40 de medici militari
americani. A urmat o serie de exercitii de
mentinere a pacii - ,Scutul Albastru-99”
— care au antrenat un efectiv al companiei
Garzii Nationale a Carolinei de Nord si o
companie din armata moldoveneasca.

Imediat dupd semnarea primelor acte
de colaborare bilaterala, Departamentul
\ Apirarii al SUA a acordat diverse progra-
me de asistentd in domeniul educatiei (IMET), finantarii (FMF), comercializirii (FMS),
initiativei de la Varsovia, finantdnd participarea Armatei Nationale la diverse aplicatii si
activitati in cadrul Parteneriatului pentru Pace. Colaborarea cu Garda Nationala a Carolinei
de Nord se realizeazd indeosebi prin intermediul programului contactelor militare (MIL to
MIL). Planurile de colaborare militard intre cele doud state sunt elaborate anual.

Acordul intre Ministerul Apararii al Republicii Moldova si Agentia nationala de
imagistica si cartografie a Ministerului Apararii al Statelor Unite ale Americii a fost sem-
nat la Bruxelles, la 24 iunie 2002, reglementénd cooperarea si schimbul de baza in dome-
niul informatiilor si serviciilor geospatiale globale. La 10 februarie 2005, au fost semnate
anexe suplimentare ce au reglementat noi aspecte ale implementrii cooperarii.
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For the Republic of Moldova, the mili-
tary collaboration with the United
States of America has a special signifi-
cance, in the field of security, as well as
that of dotation. The grounds for this col-
laboration were established on January 30,
1995, when the President of the Republic
of Moldova and the US secretary of
defense, William J. Perry, signed the dec-
laration by which our country acceded to
the Partnership Program with Central and Eastern Europe, initiated in December 1992
by the US National Guard Bureau. The document was signed during the American
official’s visit to Chisinau. On December 4, 1995, a memorandum which regulated
the collaboration in the field of defense between the National Army of the Republic of
Moldova and the United States Department of Defense was signed. For the Republic
of Moldova, the main partner in the American military became the North Carolina
National Guard, and the fundamental principles of this memorandum were discussed
during the exchange of official delegations between North Carolina National Guard and
the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova, including the visit in Chisinau of
General Emerson.
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In 1996, American servicemen partic-
ipated in the construction of the Chisinau
military church.

In 1997, on the territory of the Republic
of Moldova the first joint Moldovan-
American military exercises (Medceur)
took place; 40 American combat medics
participated in them. A series of peace-
keeping exercises followed - “The Blue
Shield-99” - which involved the effective of
a National Guard company and a company from the Moldovan army.

Right after the first bilateral collaboration documents were signed, The US
Department of Defense awarded different assistance programs in the field of educa-
tion (IMET), financing (FMF), commerce (FMS), the Warsaw initiative, financing
the National Army’s participation in various applications and activities as part of the
Partnership for Peace, one of the most important programs in which our institution
participates to the present. The collaboration with the North Carolina National Guard is
being pursued especially by a military contacts program (MIL to MIL). Military coop-
eration plans are issued annually between the two states.

On June 24, 2002, the Agreement between the Ministry of Defense of the Republic
of Moldova and the National Imagery and Mapping Agency of the US Department of
Defense was signed in Brussels, regulating the collaboration and basic exchange in the field
of information and global geospatial services. On February 10, 2005, this act was supple-
mented with new appendices that regulated new aspects of cooperation implementation.
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Anceputul colabordrii militare cu Republica Italiana a fost stabilit prin acordul dintre

Guvernul Republicii Moldova si Guvernul Republicii Italiene privind cooperarea in
domeniul apérarii, semnat la 6 decembrie 2006, la Roma. Un alt acord tehnic intre cele
doud parti cu privire la furnizarea suportului logistic pentru participarea contingentului
moldovenesc la Grupul de luptd Multinational - Vest (MnGB-W) din cadrul Fortei din
Kosovo (KFOR) in timpul operatiunii Joint Enterprise (JE) a fost semnat la Chisinau la
16 januarie 2016 (in vigoare din data semnarii).

'Hl beginning of the military cooperation with the Italian Republic was estab-
elished through the agreement between the Government of the Republic of
Moldova and the Government of the Italian Republic concerning cooperation in the
field of defense, signed on December 6, 2006, in Rome. Another technical agreement
between the two parties, concerning offering logistical support for the Moldovan con-
tingent in the Multinational Battle Group West (MnGB-W), part of the Kosovo Force
(KFOR) during the Joint Enterprise (JE) Operation, was signed in Chisinau on January
16, 2016 (effective since the date of the signing).

Reia‘giile militare cu Republica Turcia au fost initiate la etapa de formare a organis-
ului militar al Republicii Moldova. In iunie 1994, in timpul vizitei presedintelui
Suleiman Demirel la Chisinau, au fost semnate primele acorduri militare, care des-
chideau perspective de dezvoltare a relatiilor bilaterale. Baza acestei colaborari a fost
dezvoltata ulterior prin schimburi de delegatii intre cele doua ministere de forta.
Ministrii apdrarii ai ambelor state au studiat la fata locului sistemele si formele de acti-
vitate militard ale statului-partener pentru a stabili principalele directii de colaborare
intre cele doud armate. Dupa vizita oficiala in Republica Moldova, in august 1995, a
ministrului apararii al Turciei, Mehmet Golham, colaborarea militard dintre cele doua
state s-a diversificat considerabil. In 1998 a fost semnat un acord de colaborare intre
Ministerul Apararii al Republicii Moldova si Ministerul Apararii Nationale al Republicii
Turcia, care prevedea colaborarea in domeniul tehnic, stiintific si in domeniul instruirii
(Ankara, 19 noiembrie 1998).
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In timpul unei vizite oficiale in Republica Moldova a ministrului turc al apararii,
Sabahattin Cakmakoglu, la 8 august 2000, a fost semnat un acord ce reglementa dome-
niul industriei de aparare. Un acord suplimentar, semnat la Ankara la 15 august 2001, a
marcat inceputul cooperarii in domeniul instruirii militare.

La 16 ianuarie 2001, in cadrul unei ceremonii solemne desfasurate in prezenta
ambasadorului extraordinar si plenipotentiar al Republicii Turcia in Republica Moldova,
Batalionul 22 de mentinere a pacii ,,Casti Albastre” a primit un lot de echipament mili-
tar donat de catre guvernul turc. O altd donatie din partea Ministerului turc al Apararii
Nationale, constdnd intr-un lot de echipament medical destinat Serviciului medical al
Armatei Nationale, a fost primita in ianuarie 2002.

Moldovan-Turkish military relations started in the Republic of Moldova military
organisms first years of development. In June 1994, during the President Suleiman
Demirel’s visit to the Republic of Moldova, the first military agreements were signed,
opening new perspectives for bilateral relations. The framework of this collaboration
was developed through exchanges of delegations between the two ministries of force.
The two states’ ministries of defense familiarized themselves with the partner’s systems
and forms of military activity in order to determine the main directions for collabora-
tion between the two armies. The military collaboration was diversified after the August
1995 official visit to Moldova of the Turkish Minister of Defense, Mehmet Golham. In
1998, a collaboration agreement between the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of
Moldova and the Ministry of National Defense of the Turkish Republic was signed,
which stipulated the collaboration in the fields of technology, science, and education
(Ankara, November 19, 1998).

On August 8, 2000, during an official visit in the Republic of Moldova by the
Turkish Minister of Defense, Sabahattin Cakamakoglu, an agreement which regulated
the field of defense industry was signed. A supplementary agreement, signed in Ankara
on August 15, 2001, marked the beginning of cooperation in the field of military edu-
cation.

On January 16, 2001, during a ceremony in the presence of the Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Turkey in the Republic of
Moldova, the 22 Peacekeeping Battalion “Blue Helmets” received military equipment
donated by the Turkish government. Another donation by the Turkish Ministry of
National Defense, consisting in medical equipment for the National Army Medical
Service, was received in January 2002.

Th Hellenic Republic support-
eed the National Army of the
Republic of Moldova including by offering
scholarships for Moldovan students which
were to study in Greek military education
institutions. A bilateral agreement which
determined the conditions for the offering
of these scholarships was signed on February 7, 1995, in Athens.

The basic document regarding military cooperation of the Republic of Moldova
and the Hellenic Republic was finalized on September 16, 2003, during an official visit
to Athens.

i anul 1994, odatd cu acreditarea atasatului militar britanic la Chisindu a ince-
nput colaborarea intre Ministerul Apardrii al Republicii Moldova si Ministerul
Apdrarii al Marii Britanii. In februarie 1995, William Hopkinson, viceministrul brita-
nic al apardrii, aflat la Chisinau intr-o vizita de lucru, 1-a invitat pe omologul sau moldo-
vean sa intreprinda o vizita similara in Marea Britanie. Partile au stabilit ca, in perioada
octombrie 1996 - decembrie 1998, unul dintre profesorii Consiliului Britanic sa initieze
in cadrul Ministerului Apérarii al Republicii Moldova cursuri de limba englezd pentru
ofiterii aparatului central al institutiei militare moldovenesti.
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In anul 1998, militarii moldoveni au participat la un seminar juridic in probleme
de drept militar si la un curs de medicina de campanie, ambele organizate in Marea
Britanie si finantate integral de guvernul britanic. Din anul 1999, armatele celor doua
state si-au desfasurat agenda de colaborare in baza planurilor de cooperare bilaterala
elaborate in fiecare an, de comun acord.

Anul 2006 a marcat semnarea a doua alte acte importante ce reglementeaza colaborarea
militard dintre cele doua state. La 22 februarie a fost semnat un memorandum privind
cooperarea si schimbul de materiale geografice in domeniul cartografiei/geodeziei intre
Ministerul Apararii al Republicii Moldova si Serviciul topografie si cercetare geospatiala
de apdrare a Regatului Unit al Marii Britanii si Irlandei de Nord, iar la 7 septembrie,
la Londra, a fost semnat un memorandum bilateral privind cooperarea si relatiile in
domeniul apérarii.

I 1994, with the British military attachés accreditation to Chisinau, the col-
nlaboration between the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova and the
Ministry of Defense of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
started. In February 1995, William Hopkinson, British Deputy Minister of Defense,
during a working visit to Chisinau, invited his Moldovan homologue, for a similar
visit to the United Kingdom. The parties decided that, in October 1996 — December
1998, one of the British Council Professors would teach, in the Moldovan Ministry of
Defense, English language courses to the Moldovan military institution central staff.

In 1998, Moldovan servicemen participated in a workshop regarding military law
problems and in a battlefield medicine course, both organized in Great Britain and
wholly financed by the British government. From 1999, the two states’ armies unfolded
their collaboration based on bilateral collaboration plans, developed each year by com-
mon agreement.
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The year 2006 was marked by other two important docu-
ments which regulate military collaboration between the
two states. On February 22, 2006, a memorandum regarding
cooperation and geographic materials exchange in the field
of cartography/geodesy between the Ministry of Defense of
the Republic of Moldova and the Topography Service and
Geospatial Defense Research of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland was signed, and on September
7,2006, in London, a bilateral memorandum regarding coop-
eration and relations in the field of defense was approved.

Acordul bilateral cu Republica Bulgaria a fost semnat la Sofia, la 15 iunie 1995,
in cadrul unei vizite oficiale a reprezentantilor Republicii Moldova in Bulgaria.
In 1996, in cadrul programului Parteneriat pentru Pace, un pluton moldovenesc a
participat la aplicatiile multinationale ,,Cooperative Determination-96” - exercitiu de
mentinere a picii care s-a desfasurat in Bulgaria. In anul 1997, colaborarea dintre cele
doua armate s-a extins si asupra domeniului politicii militare si al medicinei militare.

Expertii celor doud state au definitivat un proiect de protocol privind medicina
militara §i organizarea agrementului militarilor, iar in a doua jumadtate a lunii martie
1998, o delegatie de medici militari din Republica Moldova a vizitat Bulgaria, pentru a
se familiariza cu sistemul de asistentd medicald din armata bulgarad si a definitiva pro-
iectul de protocol privind medicina militara.

O June 15, 1995, the bilateral agreement with the Republic of Bulgaria was
nsigned in Sofia, during the Republic of Moldova’s representatives’ official visit
to Bulgaria. In 1996, as part of the Partnership for Peace program, a Moldovan pla-
toon participated in the multinational applications “Cooperative Determination- 967, a
peacekeeping exercise taking place in Bulgaria. In 1997, the two armies’” collaboration
extended to the field of military policy and battlefield medicine.

The two states’ experts finalized a draft of a protocol regulating battlefield medicine
and the servicemen’s entertainment and, in 1998, in the second half of March, a delega-
tion composed of combat medics visited Bulgaria, in order to familiarize themselves
with the Bulgarian army’s medical assistance system and to finalize the protocol project
regarding battlefield medicine.

1996, after It.-colonel N. Connoly’s accreditation as Canada’s military attaché in our
country. The Canadian party announced its openness to facilitate English language learn-
ing and the peacekeeping units’ commanders’ training at the Canadian specialized center
Pearson. In this context, Canada’s government decided to offer the National Army a set of
mine-clearing equipment, donated by his Excellency, The Ambassador of Canada to the
Republic of Moldova, Mr. David Collins, who visited Moldova in August 1999.

La 10 iulie 2014, la Berlin, a fost semnat Acordul dintre Guvernul Republicii
Moldova si Guvernul Republicii Federale a Germaniei privind cooperarea pentru dez-
voltare, intrat in vigoare in 2015.

Moldova’s accession to various international conventions and documents made possible
the Moldovan military’s collaboration with Germany’s Federal Ministry of Defense,
a collaboration which developed mainly as part of realizing the international treaties in the
field of armament control (TFACE) and the Vienna Document’s stipulations.

As a reaction to the Moldovan Ministry of Defense’s intention letter (1995)
regarding the development of collaboration relations, from April 29 to May 1, 1996,
the German Federal Ministry of Defense sent a military delegation to the Republic of
Moldova. The officials discussed the possibility of signing an agreement in the military
field. The negotiations at general staff level between the two armies began in 1997,
and on March 18, 2003, in Chisinau, the two Ministries” representatives signed a basic
agreement concerning cooperation in the military field.

On July 10, 2014, in Berlin, the Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Moldova and the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany regard-
ing cooperation for development was signed, becoming operative in 2015.
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L 10 iunie 1993 a fost semnat Acordul de colaborare cu Republica Belarus. In anii
aurmétori, au fost planificate si, respectiv, desfasurate o serie de activitati bilaterale,
in conformitate cu planurile anuale de cooperare militard, si au fost semnate mai proto-
coale ce reglementau diverse sfere de colaborare militard. La 18 decembrie 1995 a intrat
in vigoare protocolul privind colaborarea in problemele reparatiei armamentului, tehnicii
militare §i asigurdrii tehnico-militare a trupelor; protocolul privind modul de organizare
si executare a transportarilor militare interstatale. Prin semnarea acordului de la Minsk,
din 21 mai 2003, a fost instituit sistemul de schimb informational. La 26 mai 2004, la
Chisinau, a fost semnat un alt document, care reglementa stabilirea si desfasurarea cer-
cetdrilor comune, transmiterea si utilizarea productiei tehnico-stiintifice.

O June 10, 1993, the Agreement of
nCollaboration with Republic of

Belarus was signed. In the following years,
several bilateral activities were planned and
realized, according to the annual military
cooperation plans. This agreement was
followed by several protocols regulating
different military collaboration fields. On
December 18, 1995, the protocol regarding
collaboration on problems of armament,
military technology maintenance and technological-military supplies of the troops
came into force; the protocol regarding the organization and realization of interna-
tional military transportation was enacted. By signing the Minsk agreement of May 21,
2003, the information exchange system was established. On May 26, 2004, in Chisinau,
another document was signed, regulating the establishment and development of com-
mon research, technological-scientific production’s transmission and use.

La 8 noiembrie 2000, la Budapesta, a fost semnat Acordul cu privire la cooperarea
in domeniul cartografiei si geodeziei militare.
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uring his visit to Hungary on November 24, 1997, the Republic of Moldova’s

Ministry of defense co-signed, with his Hungarian homologue, a bilateral collabora-
tion agreement. At the same time, an exchange of collaboration plan projects for 1998 took
place. On March 1, 1998, in Chisinau, during the response visit, an inter-governmental
agreement concerning keeping and honoring soldiers’ and war victims' memory and
regarding war graves maintenance was signed. In May 1998, during the Moldovan Chief
of the General Staft’s working visit in Hungary, the Moldovan delegation participated, as
observer, in maneuvers with the portable anti-tank missile system METISC-M.9K115.

On November 8, 2000, in Budapest, the Agreement on cooperation in the field of
military cartography and geodesy was signed.

Colaborarea in domeniul militar cu Polonia reprezintda un aspect deosebit de
important al relatiilor moldo-polone.

On October 18,
2000, during his working visit to the Republic of Moldova, the Polish former Minister
of defense, Dr. Janusz Onyskiewicz, hold a meeting with the Republic of Moldova’s
Ministry of Defense officers’ staff.

La etapa actuald, Ministerul Apararii pune accent pe cresterea ponderii activitatilor
de cooperare internationald si a reprezentantei militare in misiuni diplomatice,
mentinerea nivelului de participare la misiuni si operatii internationale cu ofiteri de
stat-major si observatori militari, continuarea participdrii unui contingent militar al
Armatei Nationale in cadrul Misiunii KFOR din Kosovo, se mizeazd pe detasarea
unui contingent militar al Armatei Nationale in cadrul unei misiuni/operatii actuale
desfasurate de citre ONU, pana la finele anului 2023.
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Relatiile politico-militare cuprind un spectru larg de masuri: schimbul de informatie
privind efectivele militare, armamentul si tehnica; desfdsurarea acestora; bugetele mili-
tare; planurile activitatii militare (in limitele schimbului anual de date privind Acordul
OSCE, documentul de la Viena si registrul ONU); crearea conditiilor pentru activitatea
observatorilor militari si ai fortelor de mentinere a pécii etc.

Aceste relatii au evoluat prin schimbul de informatii si experientd in domeniul pro-
gramelor de apérare, bugetului, doctrinelor militare, incorporarii prin contract; organiza-
rea pregatirii rezervistilor; extinderea participarii reprezentantilor in cadrul Programului
international de studii militare (IMET), dezvoltarea institutiilor de invatimént; colabo-
rarea in domeniul crearii bazei legislative de functionare a fortelor armate; consultatii
in problemele securititii globale si regionale; perfectionarea programelor sociale pentru
militari, programelor de schimb de experienta si ajutor in domeniul medicinei militare;
coordonarea actiunilor privind operativitatea in situatii extreme.

O parte componenta a politicii militare o constituie aderarea si participarea la
diverse programe stabilite in cadrul organismelor internationale, consolidand relatiile
cu ONU, OSCE, NATO si alte structuri internationale importante. In acest context
colaborarea cu ONU a condus la elaborarea si aprobarea legii cu privire la participarea
Republicii Moldova la operatiuni de mentinere a pacii. Sub egida aceleiasi institutii,
reprezentantii Armatei Nationale au participat, in calitate de observatori, la diver-
se misiuni internationale, in Cecenia, Kosovo, Georgia, Macedonia etc. Aderarea la
Organizatia pentru intretinere si aprovizionare a Aliantei Nord Atlantice (NAMSO) a
avut o importanta deosebitd pentru Guvernul Republicii Moldova.

De la 28 iunie 2001, Republica Moldova a participat cu drepturi depline la Pactul de
stabilitate pentru Europa de Sud-Est, contribuind la promovarea securitatii si stabilitatii
in regiune. Participarea Republicii Moldova la activititile acestui organism regional
extinde si faciliteaza promovarea procesului de intelegere si cooperare regionald, menit sa
dezvolte relatiile in sud-estul Europei. In acest context, militarii moldoveni participa si la
activitatile grupului de lucru interministerial privind problemele securitatii si apararii.

Colaborarea cu OSCE a fost orientata catre promovarea politicii de stabilitate
cu térile vecine si, nu in ultimul rdnd, in zona de securitate din raioanele de est ale
Republicii Moldova.
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I Republic of Moldova there are 27 military attachés, tasked with the implemen-
ntation of military cooperation agreements. In Chisinau the military attachés of
USA, UK, Romania, Russian Federation, Ukraine, Poland, and Lithuania are dislo-
cated; in Bucharest - the attachés for the Republic of Moldova of the Hellenic Republic,
Germany, Georgia, Canada, Republic of Turkey, Bulgaria, Albania, France, Italy; in Kiev
— the attachés for the Republic of Moldova of Switzerland, the Czech Republic, Estonia,
Austria, Sweden, Japan, Latvia, Hungary, Belarus, Slovakia; in Warsaw - the military
attaché of the Kingdom of the Netherlands.

The Defense policy and planning direction and the International cooperation direc-
tion coordinate the process of development, monitoring and evaluation of policies in the
field of military cooperation, ensuring, at the same time, their implementation. These
subunits of the Ministry of Defense draft documents and monitor their implementation,
coordinate the process of drafting public policies, initiated by military institutions and
units or other public central authorities, determines priorities and promotes military
objectives through inter-ministerial coordination, coordination with international insti-
tutions and NGOs, monitors the regional and international security situation, calculat-
ing risks and threats to national security. The Direction develops general principles,
objectives and top directions for establishing international military cooperation.

During its 30 years of activity, the Ministry of Defense established political-military
relations with other countries’ institutions and departments, which allowed the ensur-
ing of its national, regional and international security.

At the present stage, the Ministry of Defense emphasizes the role of international
cooperation activities and military representation in diplomatic missions, maintaining
the level of participation in international missions and operations with staff officers and
military observers, continuing the participation of a military contingent of the National
Army in the KFOR Mission in Kosovo, envisioning the deployment of a military con-
tingent of the National Army as part of a UN mission/operation by the end of 2023.

The political-military relations encompass a large spectrum of means: information
exchange regarding military personnel, weapons and technology; their deployment;
military budgets; military activity plans (in the limits of annual data exchange regarding
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the OSCE Agreement, Vienna document and UN register); creating conditions for the
activity of military observers and peacekeeping forces, etc.

These relations evolved through: information and experience exchange in the field
of defense programs, budget, military doctrines, incorporation by contract; organizing
the reservists training; the widening of the Republics’ representatives’ participation in
the International Military Education and Training program (IMET), developing educa-
tional institutions; collaboration in the field of creating a legal framework for the armed
forces’ activity; consultations regarding global and regional security problems; perfect-
ing social programs, experience exchange programs for military personnel, as well as
assistance in the field of battlefield medicine programs; action coordination regarding
operability in extreme situations.

An element of military policy is accession and participation in various programs
established as part of international organisms, deepening the relations with UN, OSCE,
NATO and other important international structures. In this context, in collaboration
with the UN, the law on the Republic of Moldova’s participation in peacekeeping mis-
sions was created and adopted. Under the same institution’s aegis, National Army rep-
resentatives participated, as observers, in different international missions: in Chechnya,
Kosovo, Georgia, Macedonia, etc. Becoming part of the the NATO Maintenance and
Supply Organization (NAMSO) was especially important for the Government of the
Republic of Moldova.

From June 28, 2001, the Republic of Moldova participated, with full rights, in the
Stability Pact for South-Eastern Europe, contributing in the promotion of security and
stability in the region. The Republic of Moldova’s participation in this regional organ-
ism’s activities widens and facilitates the promotion of the process of regional mutual
understanding and cooperation, intended to develop relations in South-Eastern Europe.
In this context, Moldovan military personnel participate in the inter-ministerial work-
ing group’ activities on security and defense problems.

The collaboration with OSCE was oriented towards promoting a stability policy
with regard to neighboring states and, not least, in the security zone from the Eastern
region of the Republic of Moldova.

arele Stat Major al Armatei Nationale a fost infiintat in baza Hotararii Guvernului

Republicii Moldova nr. 184-5 din 25 martie 1992 cu privire la structura
Ministerului Apardrii al Republicii Moldova. Ministrul apararii urma sa conduca
trupele militare prin intermediul statului-major al fortelor armate. Seful statului-ma-
jor devenea, astfel, singura persoand cu drept de a da dispozitii si ordine in numele
ministrului, urméand si-si asume si responsabilitatea pentru starea de lucruri din trupe.
Respectiv, seful statului-major al fortelor armate devenea prim-viceministru al apararii,
in structura ministerului introducandu-se si doud functii de prim-viceministri si doua
de viceministri ai apararii.

La 28 august 1992, a fost numit primul sef al statului-major principal al fortelor
armate. La acea etapd, in componenta statului-major intrau urmatoarele directii:
operatiuni, pregdtire de luptd, mobilizare, cercetare, transmisiuni, topo-geodezie, anti-
nucleara, protectie secreta si criptologie etc.

In
timpul aplicatiilor au fost demonstrate metodici privind lucrul comandantilor, statului
major si serviciilor brigazii, menite sa sporeasca gradul de pregatire de lupta si executare
a misiunilor de lupta in caz de pericol militar si privind activitatea de recunoastere si
organizare a interactiunilor. In cadrul acestei aplicatii de teren au fost utilizate pentru
prima datd subunitati de diverse genuri de arme, inclusiv aviatia si, pentru prima data
in istoria institutiei militare nationale, au participat, in calitate de invitati si observatori,
reprezentantii unor misiuni diplomatice acreditate in tara noastrd: ambasadori si atasati
militari din SUA si Ucraina, reprezentanti militari ai misiunii OSCE in Moldova.

La momentul actual, misiunea fundamentald a Marelui Stat Major, in calitatea sa
de structura centrala a Armatei Nationale, o reprezintd comanda asupra organismului
militar. Obiectivul sau primordial este de a asigura apararea nationala si executarea altor
misiuni, prin planificarea strategicd a utilizdrii trupelor Armatei Nationale in timpul
actiunilor de lupta si al altor operatii; de a asigura conducerea militara a acestor actiuni;

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Th National Army General Staff was founded by Decision no. 184-5 of the
eGovernment of the Republic of Moldova of March 25, 1992 “On the Structure
of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova” The defense minister was sup-
posed to lead the military troops through the armed forces general staff. The Chief of
the General Staff became, thus, the only person entitled to issue dispositions and orders
in the minister’s name, taking responsibility also for the state of affairs in the troops. In
this context, the chief of the armed forces’ general staff became the first deputy-defense
minister, and in the Ministry’s structure two new functions of first deputy-minister and
two of deputy-defense minister were introduced.

On August 28, 1992, the first Chief of the main
General Staff of the armed forces was appointed. At
that stage, the following directorate were part of the
general staff: Operative Directorate, Combat Readiness
Directorate, Mobilization Directorate, Information
Directorate, Transmissions Directorate, Topogeodesy
Directorate, Anti-nuclear Directorate, Secret Protection
and Cryptology Directorate, etc.

In March, 1994, the structure of the Operative
Directorate was modified, and three sections were
included in its composition: Operations, Operative-
tactical Readiness, and Command Points. The opera-
tions work had as a goal, in the first place, the com-
manders’ consolidation in their functions; the fixing
of the command organs’ structures; the maintenance
of combat and mobilization readiness; data processing;
the organization of operative-tactical readiness of the
Ministry of Defense, of the great and common National
Army units; the creation and ensuring of leading
and notification systems’ efficient functioning, which
allowed the everyday leading of the troops; rapid reac-
tion to the battle signal, mobilization and, of course, leading combat actions.

On July 18, 1995, a qualitatively new stage in the functioning of the Directorate
began. For the polishing of operative-tactical readiness, at the “Moldova” brigade base
from Balti city, the first demonstrative general staff commandment field exercises were
organized. During the exercises, participants explored methods of commanders, gen-
eral staff’s and brigade services’ activity, with the intention of heightening the degree of
combat readiness and battle missions execution in the case of military danger, as well as
information seeking and interaction organization methods. During this field exercise,
sub-units representing several arms, including aviation, were employed for the first
time, and, also for the first time in the history of the national military institution, rep-
resentatives of diplomatic missions accredited to our country participated as observers:
ambassadors, military attachés of the USA and Ukraine, military representatives of the
OSCE mission in Moldova.

At the present moment, the fundamental mission of the Great General Staff, as the
central structure of the National Army, is command over the military organism. Its pri-
mary goal is ensuring the national defense and mission execution, by strategic planning
in the use of National Army troops during combat actions and other operations; ensur-
ing the military command of these actions; planning and organizing the National Army
commandments and military units, in order to execute specific missions and tasks.
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During the armed forces’ mobilization, on the basis of the National Army general
staff, the overall general staff of the armed forces is instituted — the main structure
which allows the Supreme Commandment (led by the President of the Republic of
Moldova, Commander-in-chief of the armed forces) to command armed forces for the
preparation and execution of the national defense missions.

The highest function in the National Army great general staff is the chief of the
National Army great general staff, commander of the National Army. His attributions
include the administration of the activities of autonomous directorates and sections of
the general staff, directly or through his deputies. The chief of the great general staff
is also responsible for the administration of the military personnel, personnel recruit-
ment and training, technology and arms supply, as well as for the endowment with
technical-material resources of the mixed peacekeeping forces from the security zone
of the eastern region of the Republic of Moldova.

The Head of the National Army general staff, commander of the National Army;,
submits for the defense minister’s approval nominations for his deputies, director of the
general staff, independent directorates and sections chiefs.

Personnel Directorate . The mission of the Personnel Directorate is to apply and
promote policies, regulations and concepts in the field of human resources.

Strategic Planning Directorate. The main function of the Strategic Planning

Directorate is offering to the leadership of National Army’s Great General Staft the
support and expertise necessary for decision making in the field of strategic planning for
the military construction and deploying the National Army according to the character of
armed forces” actions and the necessary capabilities for executing the assigned missions;
offering the structures that compose the Great General Staff or are subordinated to it
assistance in the process of transformation that the National Army undergoes, in imple-
menting activities and instruments for international military cooperation; coordinating
activities that pertain to arms control, organized in the National Army.

Communications and Information Systems Directorate. J6 The Communi-

cations and Informational Systems Directorate has the mission of ensuring,
from the technical point of view, the command act, through the communications
and information system of the National Army (SCIAN).

Common Training and Doctrine Directorate. The Common Training and

Doctrine Directorate has the mission of ensuring general planning, organiza-
tion, administration and evaluation of the training process in the National Army and
the Ministry of Defense institutions, as well as in military chairs from the state higher
education institutions.

Financial Management Directorate. J8 The Financial Management Directorate

manages financially the activities carried on inside the National Army, according
to the legal framework and inner regulations, ensuring the operations’ efficiency, infor-
mation security and integrity.

Secretariat and Inter Management Section. The secretariat and inner management
section has the mission of ensuring the paperwork for the administration process,
respecting the common system of paperwork, as well as the protocol activity of the
Chief of the National Army Great General staff, commander of the National Army.
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egal Section. The Legal Section of the National Army Great General Staff has the
mission of ensuring the legality of the Chief of National Army General Staft’s com-
mand act, as well as the uniform compliance with legislation.

Medical Section. The Medical Section has the mission of supporting, managing
and preparing the medical service of the National Army for planning and real-
izing medical insurance and assistance actions for servicemen, at military units level,
as well as the medical assistance of operations (combat actions) or other actions deter-
mined by the National Army destination.

Military Police Section. The Military Police Section has the mission of ensuring
the operative coordination, respecting the hierarchical principle, of the activity
of military police in the National Army, in order to accomplish the specific missions,
monitoring the protection of military personnel, of military objectives or the objec-
tives of military interest, as well as of the military patrimony and the patrimony of the
National Army, respecting military discipline and the rule of law.

NATIONAL MILITARY UNITS

rin decretul nr. 73 din 18 martie 1992 s-a legiferat trecerea in jurisdictia Republicii

Moldova a unitétilor si subdiviziunilor militare ale fostei URSS, stationate pe teri-
toriul republicii. In consecinta, 104 unitati militare urmau sa activeze in baza legislatiei
Republicii Moldova, hotérarilor Parlamentului Republicii Moldova, decretelor, hota-
rarilor si ordinelor Presedintelui si Guvernului Republicii Moldova si a ordinelor
Ministerului Apararii al Republicii Moldova. Executivul de la Chisinau urma sa asigure
finantarea si aprovizionarea tehnico-materiald a respectivelor unitati, iar militarilor
ramasi sa-si continue serviciul pe teritoriul republicii li se garantau drepturi si inlesniri
prevazute de legislatia in vigoare.

Ministerul Apararii urma sa elaboreze si sd prezinte Parlamentului si Executivului
proiecte de acte legislative §i normative privind baza juridicd de organizare a fortelor
armate, proiecte de reglementare a principiilor privind crearea si functionarea
institutiilor de conducere militard. Comandamentul suprem al fortelor armate ale CSI
urma sa transmitd Moldovei armamentul, tehnica militara si alte bunuri materiale
ale unitatilor militare, subdiviziunilor, cluburilor militar-sportive si bazelor dislocate
pe teritoriul republicii, terenurile de poligoane si instruire aflate anterior in custodia
unitétilor militare etc. Ministerul Afacerilor Interne al Republicii Moldova, Ministerul
Securitétii Nationale al Republicii Moldova si Primaria mun. Chisinau urmau sé inven-
tarieze §i, pana la 1 martie 1992, sa ia in primire intregul complex de claddiri, constructii
si bunuri tehnico-materiale ale Comandamentului suprem al Directiei sud-vest. Urmau
sa fie alocate sursele financiare necesare pentru constructia obiectelor cu destinatie
militard, menite sa serveasca intereselor fortelor armate ale Republicii Moldova si sé fie
amenajate eventuale ordsele militare.

Primele unitéti care au trecut sub jurisdictia Republicii Moldova au fost unitatile
de transmisiuni si intendentd, stationate in mun. Chisindu. La 1 aprilie 1992, in cadrul
unei ceremonii oficiale desfasurate pe poligonul de instructie, comandantilor le-a fost
inménat tricolorul. Acest moment a reprezentat, de fapt, inceputul constituirii reale a
Armatei Nationale. In procesul de formare si consolidare a armatei Republicii Moldova
s-au implicat din ce in ce mai multi militari. S-a instituit o comisie speciald, responsa-
bild de primirea unitatilor militare, care a activat inclusiv pe durata conflictului militar
de pe Nistru; s-a initiat procesul de mobilizare masiva a rezervistilor.

In acelasi timp, ignorand decretul presedintelui Republicii Moldova, presedintele
Rusiei a emis, tot la 1 aprilie 1992, decretul nr. 320, conform cdruia unitétile mili-
tare sovietice stationate pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova erau trecute in subordinea
Federatiei Ruse. Acest gest al presedintelui rus echivala cu un amestec direct in proble-
mele interne ale Republicii Moldova.
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La 8 aprilie 1992, prin decretul nr.1009-
XII, Prezidiul Parlamentului a aprobat textul
juramantului militar, care avea urmatorul
continut: ,Eu, cetdtean al Republicii Moldova,
intrand in randurile fortelor armate, jur
credintd Republicii Moldova si poporului ei. Jur
sd-mi apdr tara chiar si cu pretul vietii, sd nu
fac uz de arme impotriva poporului Republicii
Moldova si a organelor constitutionale alese
de el. Jur sd respect legile Republicii Moldova
si regulamentele militare. Dacd voi incdlca
jurdmadntul meu, sa suport pedeapsa asprd a
legilor Republicii Moldova’.

La 30 aprilie 1992, ministrul apararii
raporta comandantului suprem despre pri-
mirea unitatilor militare, dislocate pe teri-
toriul Moldovei si trecute sub jurisdictia ei,
conform listei semnate la 21 martie 1992 de
Guvernul Republicii Moldova.

La 6 iulie 1992, Republica Moldova
a semnat la Viena ,Tratatul privind redu-
cerea armamentului si fortelor arma-
te conventionale” Conform acestuia,
reprezentantii Turciei, Germanieisi Ungariei,
in calitate de experti ai Consiliului Europei,
au procedat la inspectarea unititilor mili-
tare moldovenesti de la Ungheni, Floresti,
Marculesti si Chisindu.

Toate unitatile Armatei Nationale contribuie la realizarea capacitatii de actiune a
armatei i a structurilor de forte pentru a descuraja potentiale agresiuni. Acestea sunt capa-
bile sa execute operatii de aparare pe teritoriul national, pentru contracararea actiunilor
agresive conventionale, neconventionale si/sau hibride. Conform angajamentelor asumate,
unitatile Armatei Nationale participa si la misiuni si operatii de mentinere a pacii.

Pentru realizarea acestui obiectiv, toate structurile de forte isi mentin un nivel inalt
de operativitate, conform tintelor de capabilitati; asigurd concordanta dintre capacita-
tea de lupta a fortelor luptatoare si cea a structurilor de sprijin de lupta. La realizarea
capabilitatilor planificate se ia in calcul necesitatea de a asigura apérarea teritoriului
national, concomitent cu indeplinirea angajamentelor internationale asumate. Printre
sarcinile concrete se numara coordonarea planificarii dotarii structurilor Armatei
Nationale cu armament, tehnica de lupta si asigurare de lupta, munitii si echipamente/
mijloace speciale; identificarea posibilitatilor de modernizare a acestora, in cadrul unor
programe de inzestrare.

Printre marile unitati si unitati militare din cadrul armatei nationale putem
mentiona: Brigada 1 Infanterie Motorizatd; Brigada 2 Infanterie Motorizatd; Brigada 3
Infanterie Motorizata; Batalionul 22 de Mentinere a Pécii; Batalionul cu Destinatie Spe-
ciala; Batalionul artilerie; Batalionul de geniu; Batalionul comunicatii si aparare ciber-
netica al Armatei Nationale; Regimentul de aviatie; Regimentul rachete antiaeriene;
Batalionul de instructie - Baza militard de instruire a Armatei Nationale; Regimentul de

stat-major ,,General de brigada Nicolae Petricd”; alte subunitati de gestionare.
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B ecree no. 73 of March 18, 1992 the former USSR military units and subdivi-

sions stationed on the Republic of Moldovas territory passed under its jurisdic-
tion.“According to these documents, 104 military units were to activate on the basis
of the Republic of Moldova legislation, on the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova
decisions on the Presidents decrees of the Government of the Republic of Moldova,
decisions and orders on the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova orders. The
Chisinau executive had to ensure the units’ financial and technical-material supplies,
and the servicemen which remained to continue their duty on the republic’s territory
were guaranteed rights and facilities in compliance with the current legislation.

The Ministry of Defense was to create and present to the Parliament and to the
Executive drafts of legislative and normative documents on the legal framework for
the armed forces organization; drafts on regulating principles for military command
institutions” creation and functioning. The high command of the CIS armed forces
was to transmit to Moldova the armament, military ordnance and other material assets
belonging to the military units, subdivisions, military sport clubs and bases spread on
the Republic’s territory, polygons and instruction grounds which were until then in the
military units’ custody, etc. The Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic of Moldova,
the Ministry of National Security of the Republic of Moldova and the Chisinau City
Hall were to inventory and, until March 1, 1992, to take charge of the whole buildings,
edifices and technical-material assets complex belonging to the south-west directorate.
Financial means were to be allocated, necessary for the military objects’ construction
and intended to serve the Republic of Moldova armed forces’ interests and to contribute
to the creation of eventual military towns.
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National Military Units

The first units which passed under the Republic of Moldova jurisdiction were the
transmissions and caretaking units stationed in Chisinau city. On April 1, during an
official ceremony carried on the instruction polygon, the commanders were handed
the tricolor. Actually, this moment represented the beginning of the real constitution of
the National Army, a process in which more and more military personnel was involved.
A special commission, responsible for military units’ acceptance was created, which
also activated during the military conflict at Dniestr; the process of reservists’ massive
mobilization was started.

At the same time, ignoring the Decree of the President of the Republic of Moldova,
the Russian President issued, also on April 1, 1992, the Decree no. 320, according to
which all soviet military units stationed on Moldova’ territory were passed in the sub-
ordination of the Russian Federation. This gesture of the Russian president implied a
direct interference in the Republic of Moldova’s internal affairs.

On April 8, 1992, by Decree no. 1009-XII, the Presidium of the Parliament
approved the following text of the military oath: “I, citizen of the Republic of Moldova,
entering the armed forces’ ranks, swear fidelity to the Republic of Moldova and its peo-
ple. I swear to defend my country even with the cost of my life, not to use arms against
the people of the Republic of Moldova and constitutional organs chosen by it. I swear
to abide by the laws of the Republic of Moldova and military regulations. If I break my
oath, let me suffer the harsh punishment of the Republic of Moldova’s laws.”

On April 30, 1992, the defense ministry reported to the Commander in chief the
receiving of military units spread on Moldova’s territory and passing under its jurisdic-
tion, according to the list signed on March 21, 1992, by the Government of the Republic
of Moldova.

On July 6, the Republic of Moldova signed, in Vienna, the treaty on reducing
armament and conventional armed forces. In compliance with it, Turkey’s, Germany’s
and Hungary’s representatives, as European Council experts, proceeded to inspect
Moldovan military units in Ungheni, Floresti, Marculesti, and Chisinau.

All the units of the National Army contribute to fulfilling the army’s and the force
structures’ capacity of action, in order to deter potential aggression. These are able to
execute defense operations on the national territory, in order to counteract convention-
al, unconventional, and/or hybrid aggressive actions. According to its commitments,
the National Army units also participate in peacekeeping missions and operations.

In order to fulfill this objective, all force structures maintain a high level of operation
ability, according to capabilities targets; ensure the correspondence between the fighting
forces’ combat capacity and the capacities of the combat support structures. In realizing
the planned capacities, the necessity to ensure the defense of the national territory is taken
into account, as well as the fulfillment of international commitments. Among the concrete
tasks, there are the coordination of planning the endowment of National Army structures
with arms, combat and support equipment, munitions and special equipment/assets; iden-
tifying the possibility of their modernization, as part of endowment programs.

Among the great units and military units of the National Army, we can
enumerate:The Motorized Infantry Brigade no. 1; the Motorized Infantry Brigade no. 2;
the motorized Infantry Brigade no. 3; 22" Peacekeeping Battalion; Special Destination
Battalion; Artillery Battalion; Sappers Battalion; Communications and Cybernetic
Defense Battalion of the National Army; Aviation Regiment; Anti-aircraft Rockets
Regiment; Instruction Battalion - Military Instruction Base of the National Army;
General Staft Regiment “Brigadier General Nicolae Petrica”; other managing subunits.

BRIGADA INFANTERIE MOTORIZATA ,MOLDOVA”

C si majoritatea marilor unitéti ale Armatei Nationale, Brigada de infanterie moto-
arizaté »Moldova’, dislocatd in or. Bilti, a fost creatd in perioada cand unitatile
fostei armate sovietice treceau sub jurisdictia Republicii Moldova.

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MOTORIZED INFANTRY
BRIGADE “MOLDOVA”

Like most National Army great units, motorized
infantry brigade “Moldova’, settled in Balti city,
was created in the time when the former soviet
army units passed under Moldovas jurisdiction. The
brigade had a significant contribution in supplying
soldiers who participated in the armed conflict on
Dniester, its manpower also participating in the
battle actions in the eastern region of Moldova.




In the first days of April 1992, conscripts and
reservists from the Floresti facility were included in
the two first infantry battalions. On April 10, 1992,
officers of these two newly-created structures took
the oath of fidelity for the Republic of Moldova.

In the first days of May, the process of passing
the Rocket Brigade no. 189, settled in Balti, under
the jurisdiction of the Republic of Moldova started.
Subsequently, this unit was included in the Infantry
Brigade no. I.

BRIGADA INFANTERIE MOTORIZATA ,STEFAN CEL MARE”

Brigada infanterie motorizata ,,Stefan cel Mare” a fost creata la sfarsitul lunii julie - in-
ceputul lunii august 1992. La 5 august 1992, fusesera deja numiti in functie, prin ordin,
primii ofiteri si subofiteri ai brigazii, care urma sa fie dislocatd in tabdra militara a Regi-
mentului 300 de trupe aeropurtate al fortelor armate ruse. Initial, personalul militar de co-
manda al acestei unitati a fost dislocat in cladirea Marelui Stat-Major al Armatei Nationale.
La 3 octombrie 1992, cand efectivul regimentului rus parasea locatia, ofiterii brigdzii au
luat in primire tehnica militara, armamentul, bunurile materiale si obiectele militare.

La 16 octombrie 1992, prin ordinul nr. 171 al ministrului apérarii, a fost aprobata
baza juridici a brigazii. In posesia unitatii a intrat baza militara de la Bulboaca si poligo-
nul militar din aceeasi localitate, unde, de atunci, se organizeazd majoritatea exercitiilor
militare. Pe parcursul anilor, efectivul unitétii a fost antrenat in misiuni de mentinere a
pacii in cadrul diferitor programe internationale, oferind, concomitent, si spatiu pentru
fortele de mentinere a pécii dislocate pe linia de demarcare de pe Nistru si in activitati
si misiuni internationale.
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MOTORIZED INFANTRY BRIGADE “STEFAN CEL MARE”

Motorized Infantry Brigade “Stefan cel Mare” was created at the end of July - begin-
ning of August 1992. On August 5, 1992, by order, the first officers of the brigade
were already appointed; it was going to be deployed in the military camp of Air Troops
Regiment no. 300 of the Russian armed forces. Initially, the military command person-
nel of this unit was deployed in the building of the National Army General Staff. On
October 3, 1992, when the regiment’s manpower left the location, the brigade’s officers
took charge of the military ordnance, armament, assets and military objects.
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On October 16, 1992, by Order no. 171 of the defense minister, the brigade’s
legal framework was approved. In the unit’s property entered the Bulboaca military
base and the military polygon from the same settlement, where, since then, most of
the military exercises are organized. During the following years, the units manpower
was involved in peacekeeping missions under the aegis of various international
organizations, offering, at the same time, lodging for the peacekeeping forces on the
Dniester demarcation line, as well as international activities and missions.
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BRIGADA INFANTERIE MOTORIZATA ,DACIA”

L 24 februarie 1992, prin ordinul ministrului apararii a fost fondatd Tabdra mili-
ataré permanentd, in baza ei urmand sa fie creatd Brigada infanterie motorizata
»Dacia”. La acea vreme, in unitate activau doar 5 ofiteri si 24 de subofiteri din efectivul
sovietic. La 15 martie 1992, corpul de ofiteri si angajati ai mai multor comisariate au
procedat la mobilizarea resurselor de cadre militare din rezerva. Mobilizarea se rea-
liza prin intermediul unitatii militare din Cahul, unde, intr-un timp extrem de scurt,
s-a constituit o unitate ce intrunea 2.350 persoane, dispuse sa lupte pentru apdrarea
integritatii teritoriale a Republicii Moldova. Astfel, Brigada infanterie motorizata din or.
Cahul a devenit una dintre primele mari unitdti din cadrul Armatei Nationale.

Primele aplicatii tactice de companie ale brigazii au avut loc in iunie 1993. In sep-
tembrie acelasi an, unitétii i s-a inménat Drapelul de lupta. Efectivul ei, care participase
si la evenimentele militare de la Nistru, a fost implicat ulterior i in diverse misiuni de
mentinere a pacii, participand si la exercitii militare de nivel international.
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MOTORIZED INFANTRY BRIGADE “DACIA”

O February 24, 1992, by the defense ministry’s order, the Permanent military
ncamp was created, and on its basis Motorized Infantry Brigade “Dacia”was
to be created. At that time, the unit comprised only 5 officers and 24 non-commis-
sioned officers of the soviet effectives. On March 15, 1992, the officers and employees’
corps of various commissariats proceeded with the mobilization of military person-
nel from the reserve. The mobilization was carried at the Cahul military unit, where,
in an extremely short time, a unit with 2.350 persons, ready to fight for the protection
of the Republic of Moldovas territorial integrity, was created. Thus, the Motorized
Infantry Brigade from Cahul became one of the first National Army large units.
The first tactical campaign exercises of this unit were carried in June 1993. In
September, the same year, the unit was handed the Battle Flag. Its manpower, which also
participated in the military events in the Dniester region, was subsequently involved in
various peacekeeping missions, also participating in international military exercises.
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BATALIONUL CU DESTINATIE SPECIALA ,,FULGER”

atalionul cu destinatie speciald ,,Fulger” a fost organizat la 16 octombrie 1992, in

baza ordinului ministrului apararii. Aceastd unitate de elita a Armatei Nationale
este destinata desantarii in spatele inamicului si indeplinirii misiunilor speciale directe:
cercetare speciala, lupta impotriva terorismului, operatiuni
de depistare si salvare, paza si protectia obiectivelor de
importantd strategicd etc. La 3 septembrie 1993, prin decret
prezidential, unitatii i s-a inmanat Drapelul de lupta.

THE SPECIAL DESTINATION
BATTALION “FULGER”

Th Special Destination Battalion “Fulger”. The spe-
ecial destination battalion “Fulger” (Thunder) was

created on October 16, 1992, according to the defense min-
ister’s order. This elite unit of the National Army is intended
for parachuting in the rear of the enemy forces and execution
of special direct missions: special investigation, counterter-
rorism, finding and rescue missions, guarding places of stra-
tegic importance, etc. On September 3, 1993, by presidential
decree, the unit was handed the Battle Flag.

On January 7, 1993, the Battalion’s personnel took the
military oath; in the same year the first parachuting took
place. On August 5, 2008, the first jumps with the parachut-
ing system MC-5 took place.

The Battalion’s personnel participated in dozens of multi-
national and national applications, and since 2003 - in peace-
keeping missions in Iraq.
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BATALIONUL 22
DE MENTINERE A PACII

atalionul 22 a fost organizat in anul

1999, initial fiind inclus in componen-
ta unei mari unitati a Armatei Nationale.

In septembrie 2000, Batalionul a fost
transformat in unitate independenta,
functiondnd ca batalion de infanterie si
fiind detasat in operatiuni de mentinere a
pacii in cadrul acordurilor internationale.
Batalionul a participat la operatiunile din
Irak, Bosnia §i Hertegovina, in misiunile
ONU de mentinere a pécii din Coasta de
Fildes, Liberia, Sudan. El si-a asumat sarci-
na de a pregiti efectivul pentru participarea
la operatiuni de mentinere a pacii si la misi-
uni cu caracter umanitar. La etapa actuala,

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22"° PEACEKEEPING BATTALION

2 2‘"‘d Battalion was organized in 1999, being initially included in the structure of a
National Army large unit.

In September 2000, the Battalion was transformed in an independent unit, func-
tioning as an infantry battalion and deployed in peacekeeping operation as part of the
international agreements. The battalion participated in the Iraq, Bosnia and Herzegovina
operations, in UN peacekeeping missions in Ivory Coast, Liberia, Sudan. It took upon
itself the task of preparing its manpower for participating in peacekeeping and humani-
tarian missions. Currently, the battalion comprises effectives on missions under the UN
aegis and effectives who serve in the security zone, its destination being participating in
stabilization and peacekeeping missions (a project with international legitimacy) under
the UN Security Council mandate and in operation theaters, under the EU aegis.
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BATALIONUL DE ARTILERIE

L inceputul lunii aprilie 1992, comisia responsabila de transpunerea in fapt a de-
acretului presedintelui Republicii Moldova privind trecerea unitatilor militare sub
jurisdictia Moldovei a vizitat unitatea militara din or. Ungheni. Comisia garanta functii
militare ofiterilor care acceptau sd depund juramant de credinta fata de Republica Mol-
dova. Includerea unitatii militare din or. Ungheni in componenta Armatei Nationale
facea posibild introducerea artileriei pe campul de lupta, deoarece, atunci cand s-au re-
tras de pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova, ofiterii sovietici au deteriorat armamentul din
dotarea unitatii.

Printr-un decret prezidential si prin ordinul nr. 10 al ministrului apararii, la ince-
putul lunii aprilie 1992, s-a dispus mobilizarea, din contul rezervistilor, a Divizionului
antitanc al Brigazii de artilerie. Primele subdiviziuni au ajuns in zona conflictului militar
la 14 aprilie 1992, primind botezul de lupta pe platoul de la Cocieri. La 15 mai 1992, in
timpul luptei, a fost lansat primul proiectil dintr-o pozitie de foc camuflatd. La mijlocul
anului 1992, unitatii i s-a conferit statutul de brigadd. Actualmente, in baza ei a fost
creat Batalionul de artilerie. Pe parcursul anilor, efectivul acestuia a participat la diverse
exercitii militare de nivel national si international, cizelandu-si maiestria profesionala.
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ARTILLERY BATTALION

I the first days of April 1992, the commission which
ncarried the Decree of the President of the Republic of
Moldova on military units’ passing under Moldovass jurisdic-
tion also visited the military unit from Ungheni town. The
commission guaranteed military functions to the officers who
accepted to take an oath of fidelity to the Republic of Moldova.
The inclusion of the Ungheni military unit in the National
Army made possible introducing artillery on the battlefield,
because, during their withdrawal from Moldova’ territory, the
soviet officers have damaged the unit’s armament.

By a Decree of the President of the Republic of Moldova
and Order No. 10 of the defense minister, in the first days of
April 1992, the Artillery brigade antitank division'’s mobili-
zation, ensured on the basis of reservists, was decided. The
first subdivisions reached the military conflict zone on April
14, 1992, and had their battlefield baptism on the Cocieri
plateau. On May 15, 1992, during the active fighting, the first
projectile from a camouflaged fire position was launched. In
the middle of 1992, the unit was conferred the brigade status.
At the present moment, on its basis the Artillery Battalion
was created. During the years, its manpower participated in
various military exercises of national and international level,
polishing their professional skills.
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BATALIONUL DE GENIU

P durata razboiului de la Nistru a fost instituit si Batalionul independent de geniu.
elnigial, acesta urma sa fie organizat la baza poligonului Bulboaca, ofiterii reveniti
in patrie orientdndu-si actiunile spre completarea subunitatilor cu specialisti si tehnica
militara. Genistii au fost pregititi in regim de urgentd pentru a se incadra in activita-
tea de deminare a teritoriului din zona actiunilor militare si pentru a instala poduri de
pontoane peste raul Nistru. Dupa indeplinirea misiunii de dezamorsare a obiectelor ex-
plozibile din zona Nistrului si conform ordinului ministrului apararii, subunitatile ba-
talionului au fost transferate, pentru dislocare si incartiruire permanents, in or. Cahul.
Prima subunitate a acestuia, compania de pontonieri, comandatd de singurul ofiter de
carierd din componenta ei, a ajuns la Cahul la 6 august 1992. Treptat, la locul permanent
de dislocare au inceput a fi detasate si alte cadre militare profesioniste.

In octombrie 1992, a fost emis ordinul ministrului aparirii al Republicii Moldo-
va nr. 171, prin care Batalionul de geniu obtinea statut oficial. La 22 octombrie 1992,
a fost numit primul comandant al acestei structuri. La 13 noiembrie, in componenta
batalionului au fost inscrisi primii militari in termen, care, la 20 decembrie, au depus
juramantul de credinta.

Prin ordinul nr. 119 din 22 iunie 1993 al ministrului apérarii, batalionul urma sa fie
redislocat in oraselul militar de langa localitatea Negresti, raionul Straseni, pentru a-si
putea indeplini cu eficacitate sporitd misiunile de lupta si a economisi resurse strategice.
La 3 septembrie 1993, presedintele Republicii Moldova a inménat batalionului Drapelul
de lupta, iar unitatii i-a fost conferita denumirea ,,Codru”
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Batalionul de geniu este unica structura a Ar-
matei Nationale care are, in permanentd, gradul
unu de pregatire de luptd. Pe parcursul anilor, efec-
tivul unitatii a depistat si dezamorsat mii de munitii,
salvind numeroase vieti omenesti.

Dupa conflictul armat din 1992, misiunile
principale ale armei geniu (conform destinatiei) au
presupus deminarea teritoriilor, inclusiv a zonei de
securitate, nimicirea munitiilor neexplodate, asigu-
rarea trecerilor peste Nistru, sustinerea populatiei
afectate de conflictul armat. Subunitatile de geniu
au demonstrat in practica inalte abilitéti profesiona-
le si au sustinut subunitatile de lupta.

In primdvara anului 2000, un pluton de geniu a
participatpentruprimadatalaaplicatiimultinationale
in cadrul Parteneriatului pentru Pace, la Centrul de
instruire Babadag, Roménia. In perioada mai-au-
gust 2000, pe teritoriul Batalionului independent
de geniu s-au desfasurat aplicatiile bilaterale moldo-
americane Cornerstone-2000. In paralel cu aceste
activitati, in perioada 3 mai - 12 august 2000, efec-
tivul detasamentului de deminare a deminat ultimul
sector (aproximativ 80 ha) din regiunea localitatii
Pohrebea, de pe Nistru, depistand si nimicind 345 de
mine antipersonal si alte obiecte explozibile.

In anul 2001, in conformitate cu acordul sem-
nat de Republica Moldova, detasamentul de distru-
geri a lichidat minele antipersonal interzise pentru
stocare, pastrare si intrebuintare. In total, conform
prevederilor Conventiei de la Ottawa, au fost nimi-
cite 13.194 mine antipersonal. Republica Moldova
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a devenit, astfel, prima tara din Europa care a inde-
plinit cerintele Conventiei si a distrus toate minele
antipersonal interzise pentru utilizare.

In perioada septembrie 2003 - decembrie
2008, militarii genisti au participat in componenta
detasamentelor de deminare si distrugeri la
operatiunea internationala post-conflict din Irak.

In perioada 2009-2010, detasamentul de dis-
trugeri al Armatei Nationale a dezamorsat §i nimicit
toate bombele de aviatie cu casete si submunitii, in
total 78 de unitati, si 822 de unitati de proiectile de
artilerie cu casete compuse. Aceastd misiune a fost
indeplinita la Baza militard de instruire Bulboaca,
de catre specialistii genisti si 11 militari-genisti, Re-
publica Moldova devenind prima tara din lume care
si-a indeplinit aceastd obligatiune internationald.

Pentru merite deosebite in dezvoltarea armei
geniu, pentru profesionalism si promovarea ima-
ginii Armatei Nationale si a statului, la 16 octom-
brie 2010, Batalionul geniu a fost decorat de cétre
Presedintele Republicii Moldova, comandant su-
prem al fortelor armate, cu distinctia de stat Ordi-
nul Credinta Patriei de gradul III.

In perioada 1992-2021, genistii Armatei
Nationale au executat numeroase deminari pe te-
ritoriul national, in urma carora au fost depistate,
neutralizate si nimicite sute de mii de obiecte ex-
plozibile de diferite tipuri si calibre. Majoritatea
obiectelor explozibile depistate pe teritoriul Repu-
blicii Moldova datau din timpul celui de-al Doilea
Rézboi Mondial.
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SAPPERS’ BATTALION

During the Dniester war, an independent Sappers’ battalion was created. Initially, it was
going to be organized at the Bulboaca polygon facility, the officers who returned to
their motherland directing their actions towards the subunits’ completion with military
specialists and ordnance. Sappers were prepared without delay in order to start demining
the territory in the military actions zone and to create pontoon bridges over the Dniester.
After they accomplished the demining the explosive devices mission from the Dniester
zone, according to the defense minister’s order, the battalion’s subunits were transferred
with permanent quarters in Cahul town. Its first subunit - the pontoniers’ company, led
by the only professional officer in its ranks - reached Cahul on August 6, 1992. Gradually,
new professional military personnel continued to be sent at the quarters.

In October 1992, the Republic of Moldova defense minister’s order no. 171 was issued.
According to it, the Sappers’ battalion gained an official status. On October 22, 1992, the
first commander of this structure was appointed. On November 13, in the battalion the
first conscripts were enlisted, which took the oath of fidelity on December 20.

According to order no. 119 of June 22, 1993 of the defense minister, the battalion was
going to be deployed in the military town near Negresti settlement, in Straseni county, in
order to carry more efficiently its battle missions and to save on strategic resources. On
September 3, 1993, the President of the Republic of Moldova handed the Battle Flag to
the battalion, the unit being conferred the name “Codru”.

The sappers’ battalion is the sole National Army structure which maintains, perma-
nently, first degree combat readiness. During the years of its activity, the unit’s effectives
found and destroyed thousands of devices, saving many human lives.

After the 1992 armed conflict, the main sappers’ missions (according to the desti-
nation) were demining the security zone, demining territories, destroying unexploded
devices, ensuring passage over the Dniester, supporting the population affected by the
armed conflict. The sappers’ subunits proved their high professional skills and supported
the battle subunits.
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In the spring of 2000, a sappers’ platoon participated, for the first time, in multi-
national exercises in the Partnership for Peace framework, in the Babadag instruction
center in Romania. In May-August 2000, on the independent sappers’ battalion’s terri-
tory the bilateral Moldovan-American exercises Cornerstone-2000 took place. At the
same time with these activities, between May 2 - August 12, 2000, the demining troop
demined the last sector (about 80 ha) in the Pohrebea settlement area, on Dniester,
finding and destroying 345 antipersonnel mines and other explosive devices.

In 2001, in compliance with the agreement signed by the Republic of Moldova,
the destruction troops annihilated antipersonnel mines, whose stock, keeping and
use was prohibited. Overall, according to the Ottawa Convention stipulations, 13.194
antipersonnel mines were destroyed. Thus, the Republic of Moldova became the first
country in Europe to abide by the Convention’s regulations and destroy all prohibited
antipersonnel mines.

In September 2003 — December 2008, sappers included in demining and destruc-
tion troops participated in the international post-conflict operation in Iraq.

During 2009-2010, the National Army Destruction Troop destroyed all the avia-
tion bombs with cassettes and sub-ammunitions, a total of 78 units, and 822 units of
artillery projectiles with composed cassettes. This mission was carried in the Bulboaca
Military Training Facility, by professional sappers and 11 military sappers, the Republic
of Moldova becoming thus the first country in the world to carry this international
commitment.

For great merits in developing the arm of sappers, for professionalism and pro-
moting the National Army” and the state’s image, on October 16, 2010, the Sappers’
Battalion was awarded, by the President of the Republic of Moldova, the Credinta
Patriei Order, in third degree.

During 1992-2021, National Army sappers carried numerous demining missions
on the national territory, finding, neutralizing and destroying hundreds of thousands
of explosive objects of various types and calibers. The majority of the explosive objects
found on the Republic of Moldovass territory date from the WWII times.

Th General Staff Regiment “Brigadier General Nicolae Petrica” includes the fol-
elowing units: The Guard of Honor Company, The Presidential Orchestra of
the Republic of Moldova, The Transmissions Battalion, The Military Topographic Base,
The Logistics Battalion, The Military Police Battalion.

Transmisionistii basa-
rabeni reveniti la bastind au contribuit substantial la péstrarea proprietétilor militare
si au asigurat legatura intre subiectii institutiei militare aflate in proces de organizare,
in timpul conflictului de la Nistru, asigurand si legdtura intre conducerea militara si
pozitiile de luptd. Acest gen indispensabil de arma s-a constituit din Directia trans-
misiuni, Regimentul transmisiuni si din subunitétile de profil ale marilor unitati si ale
unitétilor militare.

Incadrat in cooperarea militard internationald, actualul Batalion de transmisiuni a
stabilit relatii in cadrul acordurilor si protocoalelor de colaborare, semnate cu armatele
din statele-partenere, si a realizat un sir de vizite de schimb de experientd cu partenerii
de arme din SUA, Romania, Ucraina etc.




TRANSMISSIONS BATTALION

Th transmissionists became involved in the construction of the Republic of
eMoldova military body since the first days of its functioning. Bessarabian
transmissionists who returned home had a significant contribution to maintaining mili-
tary property and ensured connection between the subjects of the military institution,
then in the process of being organized. During the war on Dniester, they also ensured
the communication between the military command and battle posts. This indispensable
type of arm was constituted from the Transmissions Division, Transmissions Regiment
and the respective subunits of the larger military units.

The independent transmissions regiment was constituted on March 18, 1992. On
April 17, 1992, it took the military oath, becoming immediately involved in the Dniester
military events.

By the defense minister order no. 157 of August 9, 1993, the independent
Transmissions Regiment was conferred the name of “Bessarabia” On September 3,
1993, the unit was granted the Honors Diploma of the President of the Republic of
Moldova and the unit Battle Flag.

Involved in international military cooperation, the Regiment established relations
in the framework of collaboration agreements and protocols, signed with armies of the
partner-states and carried various experience exchange visits with arm partners from
USA, Romania, Ukraine, etc.
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REGIMENTUL DE AVIATIE

ecretul privind trecerea unitatilor militare sub jurisdictia Republicii Moldova legi-

fera si organizarea Regimentului 83 al aviatiei de vanatoare, transformat ulterior
in brigada mixta de aviatie. Predarea si primirea echipamentului regimentului aviatie
de vandtoare s-a desfasurat la Marculesti, pe parcursul catorva zile (incepand cu 4
aprilie 1992), in prezenta reprezentantilor Ministerului Apararii al Republicii Moldova.
Niciun aviator din fostul regiment sovietic nu a acceptat sa-si facd serviciul in Republica
Moldova, aici ramanand sa-si continue serviciul 18 ofiteri, 95 plutonieri si militari
din efectivul serviciului terestru. La 26 mai 1992, in republica au venit primele doud
cadre nationale de aviatori; la 27 mai, acestia au efectuat primele zboruri din istoria
Armatei Nationale. La 23 iunie 1992, o pereche de lupta a executat un bombardament
prin surprindere asupra podului de pe Nistru, in raza orasului Tighina, decizia fiind
conditionata de situatia critica creata pe linia de contact in urma introducerii in razboi a
tancurilor Armatei a 14-a. La inceputul anilor 2000, brigada a fost transformata in baza
de aviatie, iar actualmente s-a revenit la denumirea regiment de aviatie.




AVIATION REGIMENT

Th Decree on military units’
epassing under the Republic
of Moldova’s jurisdiction also regu-
lated the organization of 83 Fighter
Aircraft Regiment, subsequently
transformed in a mixed aircraft bri-
gade. The transmission and receiving
of fighting aircraft equipment took
place in Marculesti, in the course
of several days (starting on April 4,
1992), in the presence of Ministry of
Defense of the Republic of Moldova
representatives. No airman from the
former soviet regiment accepted to
continue his service in the Republic
of Moldova; 18 officers, 95 sergeants
and soldiers from the ground service
effective continued their service here.
On May 26, 1992, the first two nation-
al airmen reached Moldova; on May
27, they carried the first flights in the
National Army history. On June 23,
1992, a battle pair carried a surprise
bombing of the Dniester bridge, near
Tighina city, the decision being con-
ditioned by the critical situation cre-
ated on the contact line after the 14™
Russian Army tanks were deployed
in the war. At the beginning of the
2000s, the brigade was transformed
in an aircraft base, and currently it is
called the Aviation Regiment.
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REGIMENTUL RACHETE ANTIAERIENE

Inigial, Regimentul rachete antiaeriene a avut statutul de brigada de aparare a spatiului
aerian, purtand numele lui Dimitrie Cantemir. In 1992, in cadrul brigazii rimasesera
doar 10% dintre fostii specialisti. Brigada de rachete antiaeriene fusese creata pe baza
unitatii de rachete antiaeriene a fostei armate sovietice. Prin ordinul nr. 07 din 9 martie
1992 al ministrului apararii al Republicii Moldova, unitatea a fost trecuta sub jurisdictia
Republicii Moldova.

Spre sfarsitul lunii aprilie 1992, fosta conducere militara sovieticd a dispus scoaterea
din uz a celei mai mari parti a tehnicii aflate in dotarea acestei unitati. Practic, niciun
divizion nu era functional. Dar, gratie efortului depus de efectivul brigézii, la 13 mai
1992, unitatea devenise deja gata de luptd. Prin ordinul din 14 mai 1992 al comandan-
tului brigdzii, unitatea intra in serviciul de alarma cu doua divizioane: S-200 si S-125, cu
timpul deschiderii focului nu mai mult de 6 minute. O parte dintre ofiterii si plutonierii
acestei unitati au aparat tara cu arma in mana pe platourile
de la Cocieri si Cosnita.

La 28 mai 1992, ministrul apérarii al Republicii
Moldova a semnat ordinul nr. 016, prin care dispunea
crearea Brigazii de apédrare antiaeriand. Actualmente, uni-
tatea militara se afla in serviciu permanent, stand la straja
spatiului aerian si, concomitent, participand, alaturi de
celelalte structuri, la exercitiile militare si alte misiuni de
luptd inaintate de conducerea Marelui Stat Major.

ANTI-AIRCRAFT ROCKETS REGIMENT

nitially, the Anti-aircraft Rockets Regiment had the status of an air defense brigade,

bearing the name of Dimitrie Cantemir. In 1992, only 10% of the former experts
remained to serve in the brigade. The anti-aircraft rocket brigade “Dimitrie Cantemir”
was created on the basis of the former soviet army anti-aircraft rocket unit. By Order no.
07 of March 9, 1992 of the defense minister of the Republic of Moldova, the unit passed
under the jurisdiction of the Republic of Moldova.

At the end of April 1992, the former soviet military administration decided to dam-
age the greatest part of assets in this unit’s property. Subsequently, almost no division
was able to function. But due to the brigades effectives” efforts, on May 13, 1992 the
brigade was ready to fight. By the order of May 14, 1992 of the brigade commander, the
brigade entered the alarm service with two divisions: S-200 and S-125, with no more
than 6 minutes of opening fire time. Part of this unit’s officers and sergeants defended
our country with weapon in their hands, on Cocieri and Cosnita plateaus.

On May 28, 1992, the defense minister of the Republic of Moldova signed the order
no. 016, by which the Anti-aircraft Brigade was created. Currently, the military unit is
on permanent duty, guarding the air space and, at the same time, participating, along-
side other structures, in military exercises and other battle actions set by the command
and general staff.

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OPERATIUNI DE MENTINERE A PACII

PEACEKEEPING OPERATIONS

Operagiunile si misiunile de mentinere a pécii au devenit o prioritate pentru Armata
Nationald a Republicii Moldova. Prin participarea la aceste actiuni, tara noastra a
avansat de la rangul de simplu consumator al securitatii internationale la cel de subiect
international al mentinerii acesteia.

Din anul 1997, Republica Moldova participa constant la misiuni internationale de
mentinere a pacii sub egida OSCE. Pana in prezent, militarii moldoveni au participat
la misiunile din Republica Cecena, Kosovo, Macedonia, Georgia, Bosnia, Hertegovina
etc. Republica Moldova si-a onorat obligatiunile de membru al ONU, participand la
misiunile acestei organizatii in Liberia, Coasta de Fildes, Sudan, Georgia etc. Militarii
moldoveni s-au remarcat in cadrul fortelor multinationale ale coalitiei si in timpul
operatiunilor din Irak.

Armata Nationala a participat pentru prima datd la operatiuni clasice de mentinere
a pacii, desfasurate sub egida ONU, in aprilie 2003. Actualmente, Armata Nationala
este reprezentatd in Coasta de Fildes, Liberia, Sudan etc. angajandu-se in misiuni
de mentinere a securitdtii internationale, desfasurate sub egida ONU.

In perioada decembrie 2002 - martie 2004, militarii Armatei Nationale au partici-
pat la operatiunea de mentinere a pacii ,Forta de securitate (SFOR)”, ofiterii moldoveni
fiind distribuiti pentru completarea functiilor in componenta statului-major al Diviziei
multinationale ,Nord” In total, la operatiunea de mentinere a pacii SFOR au participat
11 ofiteri ai Armatei Nationale: trei — in Kosovo si opt — in Bosnia si Hertegovina.
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Tinand cont de prevederile politicii externe a Republicii Moldova privind contributia
la promovarea si mentinerea securitatii internationale, Ministerul Apararii acorda
o atentie deosebita cooperdrii cu institutiile ONU si Departamentul ONU pentru
operatiuni de mentinere a pacii (DPKO). Pentru a asigura participarea militarilor moldo-
veni la misiunile si operatiunile internationale sub egida ONU, s-a procedat la pregitirea
unei companii de infanterie motorizata, ce urmeaza a fi inclusa in sistemul de aranja-
mente ,, Trupele ONU in asteptare”. Au fost pregatiti si deja activeazd in structurile ONU
observatori militari din Republica Moldova.

Republica Moldova a fost receptiva
la apelul SUA si al statelor aliate privind
sustinerea misiunilor in operatiunea
umanitara §i reconstructie post-con-
flict din Irak, in perioada septembrie
2003 - martie 2004. In conformitate cu
legislatia Republicii Moldova si hotararea
Parlamentului Republicii Moldova din
3 julie 2003, un contingent al Armatei
Nationale, in numér de 43 de militari,
a fost detasat pentru a participa la aceas-
ta misiune post-conflict. Pe parcursul
anilor, la misiunile din Irak au participat
6 contingente ale Armatei Nationale,
sarcina principald revenind genistilor
moldoveni.

In perioada 2003-2008, efectivul
subunitdtilor de geniu a participat la
operatiunea internationala post-conflict
din Irak in componenta detasamentelor
de deminare si distrugeri. Efectivul
detasat in aceasta misiune si-a indeplinit
sarcinile: in perioada 8 septembrie 2003
- martie 2004, au fost distruse 5.757 de
obiecte explozive (de catre un efectiv
de 4 militari); in perioada iulie 2004 -
februarie 2005, au fost distruse 182.000
de obiecte explozive (de catre un efectiv
de 8 militari); in perioada ianuarie-iulie
2006 au fost distruse 99.432 de obiecte explozive (de catre un efectiv de 9 militari); in
perioada iulie 2006 - ianuarie 2007, au fost distruse 35.046 de obiecte explozive (de
catre un efectiv de 9 militari-genisti); in perioada iunie-decembrie 2007, au fost nimi-
cite 65.505 de obiecte explozive (de cétre un efectiv de 9 militari-genisti); in perioada
august-decembrie 2008, au fost distruse 7.314 de obiecte explozive (de cétre un efectiv
de 9 militari-genisti).

Prima misiune sub egida OSCE s-a desfasurat in perioada 1997-1999, ofiterii mol-
doveni participand la misiunea din Cecenia. Concomitent, din luna octombrie 1998
pana in martie 1999, reprezentantii Moldovei au luat parte si la misiunea de verificare
din Kosovo. In perioada 2000-2004, in cadrul misiunii OSCE au activat opt militari
moldoveni. In perioada 2001-2002, militarii moldoveni au participat si la misiunea
OSCE din Macedonia. La 16 ianuarie 2016, la Chisinau, a fost semnat un acord tehnic

cu Ministerul Apararii al Republicii Italiene cu privire la furnizarea suportului logistic
pentru participarea contingentului moldovenesc in Grupul de Lupta Multinational -
Vest (MNGB-W) din cadrul Fortei din Kosovo (KFOR) in timpul operatiunii Joint
Enterprise (JE).

La etapa actuald, principalul obiectiv in acest domeniu este consolidarea relatiilor
de cooperare internationald, asigurarea participarii si cresterii contributiei la operatii si
misiuni internationale de mentinere a pécii conform angajamentelor. Prin respectarea
sarcinilor ce-i revin, precum si prin implementarea propriilor politici si consolida-
rea capacitatilor de apdrare a statului, Ministerul Apararii se prezinta in calitate de
organizatie credibild in raport cu partenerii strdini.

Concomitent, la aceastd etapa primordiala ramane asigurarea participdrii la misiu-
nea KFOR din Kosovo cu un contingent de militari, asigurand rotatia acestora de doua
ori pe an, precum si detasarea militarilor in misiuni de mentinere a pacii sub egida
ONU, UE si OSCE. Tara noastrd examineazd oportunitatile de extindere a participarii
Armatei Nationale cu contingente militare in misiuni internationale de mentinere a
pacii sub egida ONU, inclusiv cu suportul partenerilor externi.
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Peacekeeping operations and missions have become a priority for the National Army
of the Republic of Moldova. By participating in these actions, our country has
advanced from the ranks of simple international security consumers to that of a subject
in its maintaining.

Since 1997, the Republic of Moldova participates constantly in international peace-
keeping missions under the OSCE aegis. In the last twenty years, Moldovan military
personnel participated in missions in the Chechen Republic, Kosovo, Macedonia,
Georgia, Bosnia, Herzegovina, etc. The Republic of Moldova honored its obligations
as a UN member, participating in this organizations missions in Liberia, Ivory Coast,
Sudan and Georgia, etc. Moldovan military personnel distinguished itself as part of the
multinational coalition forces during the operations in Iraq.

The National Army participated for the first time in classical peacekeeping opera-
tions under the UN aegis in April 2003. Currently, the National Army is represented in
Ivory Coast, Liberia, Sudan, etc. employed in international security maintaining mis-
sions, carried under the UN aegis.

During December 2002 - March 2004, military personnel from the National Army
participated in the peacekeeping operations “Security Force (SFOR)”, Moldovan ofti-
cers being distributed for the filling up of general staff functions in the multinational
“North” Division. Overall, 11 officers of the National Army participated in the SFOR
peacekeeping operation: 3 — in Kosovo and 8 - in Bosnia and Herzegovina.
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Taking into account the Republic of Moldova’s external policy stipulations
on contributing to the promotion and maintaining of the international security,
the Ministry of Defense provides a special attention to collaboration with the UN
institutions and UN Department for peacekeeping operations (DPKO). In order to
ensure the Moldovan military personnel’s participation in international missions
and operations under the UN aegis, the training of a motorized infantry company
was started; it is going to be included in the arrangements system “UN troops in
waiting”. In the same context, 13 military observers were trained and already work
in the UN structures.

The Republic of Moldova was open to the USA and allied states’ appeal to support
their missions in the humanitarian and post-conflict reconstruction operation in Iraq,
during September 2003 — March 2004. In compliance with the laws of the Republic of
Moldova and the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova Decision of July 3, 2003, a
National Army contingent of 43 servicemen was sent to participate in this post-con-
flict mission. In time, 6 National Army contingents participated in the Iraq missions,
the main tasks falling on Moldovan sappers.

During 2003-2008, the sapper units’ effectives participated in the international
post-conflict operation in Iraq as part of demining and destruction troops. The effec-
tives which participated in this mission fulfilled their tasks with rigor and attention:
during September 8, 2003 — March 2004, 5.757 explosive devices were destroyed (by a
group of 4 servicemen); during July 2004 — February 2005, 182.000 explosive devices
were destroyed (by a group of 8 servicemen); during January-July 2006, 99.432 explo-
sive devices were destroyed (by a group of 9 servicemen); during July 2006 - January
2007, 35.046 explosive devices were destroyed (by a group of 9 military sappers); dur-
ing June-December 2007, 65.505 explosive devices were cleared (by a group of 9 mili-
tary sappers) during August-December 2008, 7.314 explosive devices were destroyed
(in this action, 9 military sappers participated).

The first mission under the OSCE aegis was carried in 1997-1999, Moldovan offi-
cers participating in the Chechnya mission. At the same time, since October 1998 until
March 1999, Moldovan representatives took part in the Kosovo facts-finding mission.
During 2000-2004, eight Moldovan conscripts participated in the OSCE mission. In
2001-2002, Moldovan conscripts also participated in the OSCE mission to Macedonia.
On January 16, in Chisinau, a technical agreement was signed with the Ministry of
Defense of the Republic of Italy, concerning offering logistic support for the Moldovan
contingent’s participation in the Multinational Battle Group — West (MNGB-W), part
of the Kosovo Force (KFOR) during the Joint Enterprise (JE) operation.

Currently, the main objective in this field is deepening the international coopera-
tion relations, ensuring the participation and increasing contribution to international
peacekeeping operations and missions, according to the commitments. By respecting
its task and carrying through with its own policies, as well as through strengthening
the capacities for state defense, the Ministry of Defense presents itself as a credible
organization for its foreign partners.

At the same time, fundamental for this stage is ensuring the participation of a
Moldovan military contingent in the KFOR mission in Kosovo, accomplishing their
rotation twice a year, as well as detaching servicemen in peacekeeping missions under
the aegis of the UN, EU, and OSCE. Our country examines possibilities for extend-
ing the participation of the National Army with military contingents in international
peacekeeping missions under the aegis of the UN, with the option of using the external
partners’ support.
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MILITARII IN CADRUL FORTELOR MIXTE
DE MENTINERE A PACII DIN ZONA DE SECURITATE
A REPUBLICII MOLDOVA

Militarii Armatei Nationale au contribuit substantial la mentinerea securitatii in
interiorul tarii si a securittii regionale, reprezentand, in acest context, un ele-
ment principal in cadrul fortelor de mentinere a pacii de la Nistru. Din 21 iulie 1992,
militarii moldoveni sunt parte a fortelor mixte de mentinere a pacii in zona de securitate
a Republicii Moldova.

In scopul realizirii prevederilor stipulate in Acordul cu privire la principiile de regle-
mentare pasnica a conflictului armat din regiunea transnistreana a Republicii Moldova,
a fost instituita Comisia unificatd de control (CUC) ce include, in afara celor trei parti,
si reprezentantii Ucrainei, in calitate de observatori participand si reprezentantii misi-
unii OSCE.

Prin decizia Comisiei unificate de control, in zona de conflict au fost introduse forte
comune de mentinere a pacii, formate din trupe ale partilor angajate in reglementarea
conflictului si observatori militari. In componenta fortelor comune intrau saisprezece
batalioane ale Rusiei, trei batalioane moldovenesti si trei - ale autoproclamatei republici
nistrene. In acelasi timp, a inceput functionarea mecanismului de conciliere si retragere
a fortelor implicate in conflict.

Contingentul militar al Fortelor pacificatoare ale Republicii Moldova este
compus din Comandamentul FMP; Batalionul 1 infanterie independent; Batalionul 3
infanterie independent; Compania infanterie independenta. Militarii moldoveni parti-
cipa, ca reprezentanti ai tarii noastre, in cadrul Comandamentul militar unificat. CUC
coordoneazd activitatea FMMP prin intermediul Comandamentului militar unificat,
compus din comandantii celor trei contingente si comandantul grupului de observatori
al Ucrainei. Comandamentul militar unificat isi realizeaza atributiile prin intermediul
statului-major unificat.

Aceste forte de mentinere a pacii, inclusiv comandamentul militar pentru zona
de securitate, au fost completate, pe parcursul anilor, cu militari din toate unitatile si
subunitatile Armatei Nationale.
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SERVICEMEN'’S PARTICIPATION
IN THE MIXED PEACEKEEPING FORCES FROM THE SECURITY
ZONE OF THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA

Servicemen of the National Army had a significant contribution to maintaining secu-
rity inside the country and regional security, being a main element in the structure
of peacekeeping forces on Dniester. Since July 21, 1992, Moldovan servicemen are a part
of the mixed peacekeeping forces from the security zone of the Republic of Moldova.

In order to accomplish the provisions included in the Agreement “On Principles of
Peaceful Regulation of the Armed Conflict in the Transnistria region of the Republic
of Moldova’, the Joint control commission (JCC) was created. It includes, alongside the
three parties, representatives of the Ukraine, and representatives of the OSCE mission
participate as observers.

By the joint control commission decision, joint peacekeeping forces were intro-
duced in the security zone, comprising troops of the parties engaged in the conflict
regulation and military observers. The composition of the joint forces included:
sixteen Russian battalions, three Moldovan battalions and three battalions of the self-
proclaimed Dnestrian republic. At the same time, the mechanism for conciliation and
withdrawal of forces involved in the conflict started functioning.

The military contingent of the Peacekeeping forces of the Republic of Moldova
consists of the Peacekeeping Forces Command; 1* Independent Infantry Battalion; 3™
Independent Infantry Battalion; the Independent Infantry Company. Moldovan ser-
vicemen participate, as representatives of our country, in the Joint Military Command.
The JCC coordinates the Mixed Peacekeeping Forces’ activity through the Joint Military
Command, consisting of the three contingents’ commanders and the commander of
the Ukrainian observers’ group. The Joint Military Command fulfills its attributions
through the Joint General Staff.

These peacekeeping forces, including the military command for the security zone,
were completed, in time, with servicemen from all the National Army units and sub-
units.

INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION

elatiile de cooperare militara internationald ale Republicii Moldova implicé o serie

de angajamente ce vizeaza executarea operatiunilor de pacificare, inclusiv ajustarea
cadrului normativ si doctrinar la standardele moderne; reformarea sistemului de apa-
rare; dezvoltarea capacititilor, fortelor si mijloacelor interoperabile cu alti parteneri. In
acest scop, au fost stabilite planuri, programe, initiative si mecanisme de reglementare a
diverselor domenii ale cooperarii internationale, inclusiv Programul Parteneriat pentru
pace, Planul individual de actiuni al parteneriatului Republica Moldova-NATO (IPAP),
Procesul de planificare si revizuire a parteneriatului (PARP), Programul individual de
parteneriat (IPP), Conceptul capabilititilor operationale (OCC).

PROGRAMUL PARTENERIAT PENTRU PACE

Aderand, la 16 martie 1994, la Bruxelles, la programul Parteneriat pentru Pace,
Republica Moldova s-a angajat s sustind eforturile internationale in domeniul regle-
mentarii situatiilor de crizé si prevenirii conflictelor.

Procesul de revizuire a parteneriatului si planificare se desfasoara in baza unui
program elaborat de NATO referitor la asistenta partenerilor si evaluarea gradului de
participare la program. Procesul a inclus mai multe cicluri bienale.

In cadrul acestui program, in perspectiva desfisurarii comune a operatiunilor de
mentinere a pdcii, Republica Moldova si-a asumat angajamentul de a pune la dispozitie
0 companie usoara de mentinere a pacii; un grup de genisti, observatori militari si
ofiteri de stat-major; o echipa medicald; aerodromul Marculesti, pentru aterizarea si
parcarea avioanelor in timpul activitatilor din cadrul Parteneriatului, operatiunilor
umanitare si de mentinere a pacii; centrul de instructie (Bulboaca), pentru instruire
si manevre la nivel tactic; avioane de transport AN-72 si elicoptere de transport MI-8.
In acelasi timp, Republica Moldova a semnat Planul individual de actiuni al parteneri-
atului Republica Moldova-NATO (IPAP), care prevede ajustarea institutiilor statale la
standardele si valorile euro-atlantice, oferind un reper pentru activititile bilaterale cu
tarile euro-atlantice.

Una dintre cele mai importante actiuni ale acestui plan este procesul de desfasurare
a evaludrii strategice a apararii (SDR), care implicd un complex de médsuri menite sa
evalueze si sa revizuiascd intregul sistem de asigurare a securitatii statului, inclusiv
componentele esentiale ale acestuia.
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Pe parcursul anilor, militarii din
Republica Moldova au participat la diver-
exemplu, in 1996, Armata Nationala a luat
parte la 75 activitati, inclusiv 7 exercitii
multinationale de mentinere a pécii, cu
ofiteri de stat-major si ostasi, avioane si
elicoptere de transport; in 1997 - la 77
activitati, inclusiv 9 exercitii multinationale
de mentinere a pacii, cu ofiteri de stat-ma-
jor si ostasi, avioane si elicoptere de trans-
port; in 1998 - la 104 activitati, inclusiv
14 exercitii multinationale de mentinere
a pacii, cu ofiteri de stat-major si ostasi,
avioane si elicoptere de transport; in 1999
- la 110 activitati, inclusiv 12 exercitii
multinationale de mentinere a pécii, cu
ofiteri de stat-major si ostasi, un avion de transport; in 2000 - la 79 activitati, inclusiv 8
exercitii multinationale de comandament, stat-major si trupe; in 2001 - la 76 activitati
si 7 exercitii; in 2002 - la 65 activitati si 5 exercitii; in 2003 - la 55 activitati si 6 exercitii.
Activitati si exercitii de acest gen continua sa se planifice pana in prezent, efectivul mili-
tar al Republicii Moldova participand cu responsabilitate la ele.

In 1997, Republica Moldova a aderat la Procesul de planificare si revizuire a par-
teneriatului (PARP), acest program stabilind obiective de parteneriat, recomandate ca
repere clare in procesul de formare a Armatei Nationale. Menirea acestora era de a
directiona eforturile de dezvoltare a capacitatilor de detasare a trupelor in misiuni, de a
sustine aceste forte si de a proteja contra terorismului. Ele includeau si scopuri interme-
diare de instruire, orientate spre obtinerea unui nivel de interoperabilitate a respective-
lor forte, acceptabil pentru operatiuni internationale.

Actualmente, in cadrul PARP, pentru Republica Moldova au fost fixate mai multe
obiective de parteneriat. Anual, se desfasoara sesiuni speciale cu participarea expertilor
occidentali, in cadrul carora se evalueaza starea de executare a obiectivelor si ajustarea
acestora la exigentele situatiei curente.

Prioritare pentru colaborare sunt: controlul democratic asupra fortelor armate, con-
trolul asupra armamentului si dezarmarea, protectia civild, prevenirea si solutionarea
situatiilor de crizd, planificarea si desfasurarea colectiva a operatiunilor de mentinere a
pacii, pregatirea cadrelor, pregatirea lingvistica, alte aspecte de activitate militard, imple-
mentate prin intermediul Programului individual de parteneriat (IPP).
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Activitatile desfisurate in cadrul acestor programe includ seminare, cursuri,
exercitii multinationale, Armata Nationald participand, anual, la circa 80 de activitati,
cu un efectiv de circa 100 de militari.

Militarii moldoveni continud sa participe, deja ca o traditie, la sase exercitii
multinationale: Cooperative Longbow, Cooperative Lancer, Rapid Trident, Cooperative
Archer, Combined Endeavor si MEDCEUR, realizate in scopul pregatirii pentru misiu-
nile comune de mentinere a pécii.

Republica Moldova a fost tara-gazda a exercitiilor multinationale de mentinere a
pacii Cooperative Longbow 2006, Cooperative Lancer 2006 si MEDCEUR 2007, inalt
apreciate de citre elitele tarilor participante si de cétre reprezentantii institutiilor
internationale implicate.

Baza juridica a cooperdrii dintre Republica Moldova si NATO este determinatd de
documentul-cadru al Parteneriatului pentru pace, Programul individual de parteneriat
(IPP) si Statutul consiliului parteneriatului euro-atlantic (CPEA). Avantajele acestei coope-
rari sunt multiple: pe langa sporirea interoperabilitétii fortelor armate, Republica Moldova
beneficiazd de asistentd in realizarea unor proiecte importante, in baza unor solicitari
exprese tdrii noastre si acordatd in functie de disponibilitatea tirilor-membre NATO.

Conceptul cu privire la planul individual de actiuni pentru parteneriat a fost lansat
la summit-ul de la Praga. In cadrul lui, sefii de stat i de guvern au propus Consiliului
Nord-Atlantic s elaboreze orientdri complementare, menite sd contribuie la transfor-
marea si adaptarea CPEA si PpP. In urma unor dezbateri de diferit nivel, la inceputul
anului 2003, Comitetul politic si Comitetul director politico-militar (PMSC) au conve-
nit asupra unui document intitulat Modalitati referitoare la IPAP care, ulterior, a fost
aprobat de Consiliul Nord-Atlantic. Planul este destinat tarilor-partenere, preponderent
celor care nu au intentia sa adere la Alianta intr-un viitor previzibil.

In cadrul IPAP pot fi abordate probleme ce tin de obiectivele prioritare ale politicii
externe a Republicii Moldova, inclusiv Conceptia integrdrii in Uniunea Europeans,
Planul de actiuni Republica Moldova - Uniunea Europeana. In acelasi timp, planul
poate servi si drept mecanism de promovare a imaginii favorabile a Republicii Moldova
pe plan extern, in contextul edificdrii unui stat de drept, democratic si prosper.

Unul dintre aspectele benefice pentru tara noastra ale IPAP este aprofundarea
relatiilor cu NATO. Alianta este dispusa sd sustina in continuare eforturile Moldovei
privind reformarea si modernizarea sistemului de apérare si securitate, pentru a face
fata noilor provociri ale sec. XXI. Mai mult ca atat, ea este gata sa-si extinda acest sprijin
asupra unor reforme mai profunde in domeniul politic si al institutiilor de aparare.

IPAP este conceput in functie de necesitdtile individuale ale fiecarei tari-partenere,
ceea ce inseamna ca Republica Moldova este libera sa-si aleaga domeniile prioritare sau
de interes, scopurile si sarcinile pe care le va introduce in acest plan.
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Unul dintre obiectivele-cheie ale mecanismului IPAP, capabil sa favorizeze si sa
mentind un mediu intern propice reformelor democratice, este consolidarea dialogului
si a consultarilor politice intre NATO si Republica Moldova. Astfel, Republica Moldova
isi va putea exprima si demonstra vointa si capacitatea de a avansa sub cateva aspecte
centrale: cel al politicii interne si externe sau cel al implementdrii principiilor funda-
mentale, inscrise in documentul-cadru al PpP si in documentul de baza al CPEA.

Progresele in implementarea planurilor sunt analizate in cadrul unui mecanism
stabilit de comun acord intre NATO si Republica Moldova, instituit in functie de obiec-
tivele fixate si de natura asistentei acordate de NATO. El include vizite de evaluare, efec-
tuate de una sau mai multe echipe NATO, ateliere, centre de schimb, rapoarte privind
desfasurarea reformelor, reuniuni ale comitetelor NATO, inclusiv in format NATO+1
(+N), precum si consultari cu secretariatul international de la Cartierul general NATO.

In 1999, la Summit-ul NATO de la Washington, a fost lansat Conceptul capabiliti-
tilor operationale (OCC), intentionat ca instrument de testare a interoperabilitatii fortelor
in cazul participérii in comun la operatiuni de mentinere a pacii. Aderarea la initiativa
OCC nu obliga tara noastra sa participe la operatiunile internationale de mentinere a
pacii. Detasarea fortelor militare se negociaza separat, cu conducerea politica a tarii, in
cazul in care este inaintata o cerere oficiala de participare. Aderarea Republicii Moldova
la initiativa OCC este o continuare logica a participarii Armatei Nationale la programul
Parteneriat pentru Pace, in baza de date a OCC fiind deja incluse o companie usoara si un
grup de geniu din Moldova. Evaluarile implica doua nivele: evaluarea interoperabilitatii
si testarea eficacititii subunitatii. In iunie 2008, la baza de instruire Bulboaca, a avut
loc autoevaluarea (nivelul 1), in conformitate cu OCC, a unui grup pregatit de Armata
Nationald; un an mai tarziu, s-a desfasurat urmatoarea etapa de evaluare, la acelasi nivel.

In acelasi timp, Republica Moldova gizduieste si cursul pentru evaluatorii
OCC (ETC 16) din tarile-partenere, in baza unui exercitiu de mentinere a pacii,
desfasurat la aceeasi baza de instruire, la care iau parte 20 de state-partenere:
Austria, Armenia, Azerbaidjan, Belarus, Elvetia, Canada, Finlanda, Cehia, Suedia,
Germania, Macedonia, Muntenegru, Marea Britanie, Olanda, Italia, Georgia,
Iordania, Bosnia si Hertegovina, Ucraina; la actiuni participa si 43 de studenti
militari din Republica Moldova si SUA si 12 organizatori din cadrul parteneriatului
(Austria, Elvetia, Canada, Cehia, Republica Moldova).
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COOPERAREA REGIONALA

Ansamblul relatiilor de cooperare internationald pe plan militar include si coo-
perarea regionald, realizata ca parte a Programului activitdtilor in cadrul Centrului
RACVIAC.

Pe parcursul ultimilor ani, in cadrul acestui program s-au desfisurat mai multe
activititi. In anul 2008, Republica Moldova a preluat presedintia Initiativei Central-
Europene (ICE), a Procesului de cooperare in Europa de Sud-Est (SEECP) si a grupului
multinational consultativ (MAG) al Centrului pentru cooperare in domeniul securitatii
(RACVIACQ). Functia de presedinte al MAG al Centrului pentru cooperare in domeniul
securitdtii a fost exercitata de seful marelui stat-major al Armatei Nationale, comandan-
tul Armatei Nationale.

In aprilie 2008, la Chisinau, a avut loc cea de-a XIX-a reuniune a grupului
multinational consultativ RACVIAC. In cadrul celei de-a XX-a reuniuni MAG,
desfasurate la 31 octombrie 2008, la Zagreb, reprezentantii tdrii noastre au transmis
Croatiei presedintia grupului.

Tot in contextul cooperdrii internationale se inscrie si implementarea prevederilor
Tratatului cu privire la fortele conventionale in Europa (Tratatul CFE); Documentului
de la Viena din 1999 cu privire la intdrirea masurilor de incredere si de securitate
(VD99). Anual, se desfisoard patru inspectii pasive (conform Documentului de la
Viena din 1999) si o inspectie activa (conform Tratatului CFE). Inspectiile de instruire
implementate in Republica Moldova si in afara ei conform Tratatului CFE sunt posibile
datorita sustinerii din partea centrelor de verificare a armamentului conventional din
Republica Germania, Danemarca, Belgia. In fiecare an, reprezentantii republicii com-
pleteazd si un chestionar privind minele antipersonal. Structurile Ministerului Apararii
prezinta, anual, 17 documente, conform tratatelor internationale in domeniul militar,
in cadrul schimbului de informatie.
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Th Republic of Moldova’s international military cooperation relations imply
eseveral commitments regarding peacekeeping operations, including the
adjustment of the normative and doctrine frames to modern standards; the defense
system reformation; development of skills, forces and interoperable means with other
partners. For this purpose, plans, programs, initiatives and mechanisms for regulating
different fields of international cooperation were established, including Partnership for
Peace Program, Individual Partnership Action Plan Republic of Moldova-NATO (IPAP),
Partnership for Peace Planning and Review Process (PARP), Individual Partnership
Program (IPP), Operational Capabilities Concept (OCC).

PARTNERSHIP FOR PEACE PROGRAM

Acceding, on March 16, 1994, in Brussels, to the Partnership for Peace Program, the
Republic of Moldova took the commitment to support international efforts in the field
of regulating crisis situations and preventing conflicts.

The Partnership for Peace Planning and Review Process takes place on the basis of a
NATO-sanctioned program regarding partners’ support and evaluation of program par-
ticipation degree. The process included several biennial cycles.

As part of this program, in the perspective of joint organization of peacekeep-
ing missions, the Republic of Moldova took the commitment to offer a light peace-
keeping company; a group of sappers, military observers and general staff officers; a
medical team; the Marculesti airdrome, for plane landings and parking during activities
included in the Partnership, humanitarian and peacekeeping operations; the Bulboaca
training center, for training and tactical maneuvers; AN-72 transportation planes and
MI-8 transportation helicopters. At the same time, the Republic of Moldova signed the
Individual Partnership Action Plan Republic of Moldova-NATO (IPAP), which makes
provisions for adjusting state institutions to Euro-Atlantic standards and values, offer-
ing a benchmark for bilateral activities with Euro-Atlantic states.

One of the most important actions included in this plan is the Strategic Defense
Review process, which involves a complex of set of measures intended to evaluate and
review the whole system of ensuring state security, including its essential elements.

Over the years, servicemen from the Republic of Moldova participated in various
activities included in the partnership plans. For example, in 1996, the National Army
took part in 75 activities, including 7 multinational peacekeeping exercises, with gen-
eral staff officers and soldiers, planes and transport helicopters; in 1997 - 77 activities,
including 9 multinational peacekeeping exercises with general staff officers and soldiers,
planes and transport helicopters; in 1998 — 104 activities, including 14 multinational
peacekeeping exercises with general staff officers and soldiers, planes and transport
helicopters; in 1999 - 110 activities, including 12 multinational peacekeeping exercises
with general staff officers and soldiers, as well as a transportation plane; in 2000 - in 79
activities, including 8 multinational exercises of command with general staff and troops;
in 2001 - 76 activities and 7 exercises; in 2002 — 65 activities and 5 exercises; in 2003 -
55 activities and 6 exercises. This type of activities and exercises have continued to be
planned until the present, the military contingent of the Republic of Moldova taking
part in them with responsibility and readiness.

In 1997, the Republic of Moldova acceded to the Partnership Planning and Review
Process (PARP), a program which establishes Partnership goals, recommended as clear
benchmarks in the process of National Army constitution. Their meaning was to direct
efforts in developing abilities for detaching troops on missions, support these forces and
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protect against terrorism. They also included intermediate goals in training, oriented
towards the acquisition of an interoperability level of these forces which would be
acceptable for international operations.

Currently, as part of the PARP, for the Republic of Moldova 40 partnership goals
were determined, 34 of them with reference to the National Army. Each year, special
sessions with the participation of western experts take place, during which the level of
goal reaching and their adjustments to the current needs are evaluated.

Priorities for the collaboration are: democratic control over the armed forces, con-
trol over the arms and disarmament, civil protection, prevention and solving of crisis
situations, collective planning and deployment of peacekeeping operations, person-
nel training, linguistic training, other aspects of military activity, implemented by the
Individual Partnership Plan (IPP) means.

The activities which take place as part of these programs
involve workshops, courses, multinational exercises, the
National Army taking part, each year, in circa 80 activities,
with circa 100 effectives.

It has become almost a tradition for Moldovan service-
men to participate, each year, in 6 multinational exercis-
es: Cooperative Longbow, Cooperative Lancer, Rapid Trident,
Cooperative Archer, Combined Endeavor and MEDCEUR, their
purpose being preparation for joint peacekeeping missions.

The Republic of Moldova hosted the multinational peace-
keeping exercises Cooperative Longbow 2006, Cooperative
Lancer 2006 and MEDCEUR 2007, highly appreciated by the
elites of the participant countries and by representatives of
the international involved institutions.

The legal basis for the Republic of Moldova’s collabora-
tion with NATO is determined by the frame-document of
the Partnership for Peace, Individual Partnership Program
(IPP) and Euro-Atlantic Partnership Council (CPEA) statute.
This collaborations opportunities are several: alongside the
increase of the armed forces interoperability, the Republic
of Moldova benefits from assistance in the implementation
of important projects, the support being expressly asked for
by our country and awarded based on the NATO member
states’ availability.

The concept regarding the individual partnership action
plan was launched at the Prague summit. Within its frame-
work, the heads of states and governments suggested to the
North-Atlantic Council to create complementary orienta-
tions, intended to contribute to the CPEA and PfP modifica-
tion and adaptation. After discussions at different levels, in
early 2003, the Political Committee and the Political-Military
Steering Committee reached consensus over a document on
IPAP modalities, which was subsequently approved by the
NAC. The Plan is addressed to the partner-states, mainly
those which do not have the intention to accede to the
Alliance in a predictable future.
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In the IPAP framework, problems regarding the Republic of Moldova’ main exter-
nal policy goals can be tackled, including The Conception on UE Integration, Republic
of Moldova - European Union Action Plan. At the same time, the plan can also be a
mechanism for promoting abroad a favorable image of the Republic of Moldova, in the
context of the creation of a lawful, democratic and prosperous state.

One of the IPAP aspects which are beneficial for our country is the deepening of
relations with NATO. The organization is open to continue the support of Moldova’s
efforts in reformation and modernization of the defense and security system, in order to
face the new challenges of the 21* century. Moreover, it is ready to extend this support
for deeper reforms, in the field of policy and defense institutions.

IPAPs are conceived depending on the individual necessities of each partner-state,
which means that the Republic of Moldova is free to choose its priorities and fields of
interest, its goals and tasks to be introduced in the plan.

One of the key goals of the IPAP mechanism, able to facilitate and sustain an inter-
nal environment conductive to democratic reforms, is the consolidation of the political
dialogue and consultations between NATO and the Republic of Moldova. Thus, the
Republic of Moldova could express and prove its will and ability to keep advancing in
several main aspects: internal and external policy or implementation of basic principles
included in the frame document of the PfP and the basic CPEA document.

The progress in the plans’ implementation is analyzed as part of a mechanism,
conceived by common agreement by NATO and the Republic of Moldova, instituted
depending on the determined goals and the nature of NATO assistance. It includes eval-
uation visits by one or more NATO teams, workshops, exchange centers, reports on the
course of reforms, NATO committees reunions, including in the NATO+1 (+N) format,
as well as consultations with the international secretariat from the NATO headquarters.

In 1999, during the NATO Washington summit, the Operational Capabilities
Concept (OCC) was launched, intended as an instrument for testing force interoper-
ability in the case of common participation in peacekeeping operations. The acceding to
the OCC initiative doesn’t force our country to participate in international peacekeep-
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ing operations. The employment of the military forces is negotiated separately, with
the country’s political leaders, if an official participation request is filled. The Republic
of Moldova’s accession to the OCC initiative is a logical continuation of the National
Army’s participation in the Partnership for Peace program, a light company and a sap-
per group from Moldova being already included in the OCC database. The evaluations
involve two levels: interoperability evaluation and subunit efficiency testing. In June
2008, at the Bulboaca training facility, the self-evaluation (level 1) of a group prepared
by the National Army took place, in accordance with the OCC; a year later, the next
evaluation stage, at the same level, took place.

At the same time, the Republic of Moldova hosts a course for OCC evaluators (ETC
16) from partner-states, on the basis of a peacekeeping exercise which takes place at
the same training facility, and in which 20 partner-states participate: Austria, Armenia,
Azerbaijan, Belarus, Switzerland, Canada, Finland, Czech Republic, Sweden, Germany,
Macedonia, Montenegro, Great Britain, Netherlands, Italy, Georgia, Jordan, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Ukraine; 43 military students from the Republic of Moldova and USA
and 12 organizers from the partnership (Austria, Switzerland, Canada, Czech Republic,
the Republic of Moldova) also participate in these actions.

REGIONAL COOPERATION

The totality of the international military cooperation relations also includes region-
al cooperation, which takes place as part of The Program of Activities in the Framework
of RACVIAC Center.

In the recent years, in the framework of this program various activities took place.
In 2008, the Republic of Moldova took the presidency of the Central-European Initiative
(ICE), of the South-East Europe Cooperation Process (SEECP) and of the Multinational
Advisory Group (MAG) of the RACVIAC Center for Security Cooperation. The func-
tion of president of the MAG of the Center for Security Cooperation was being held by
the Chief of the National Army General Staff, commander of the National Army.

In April 2008, in Chisinau, the 19" reunion of the Multinational Advisory Group
of the RACVIAC Center took place. In the framework of the 20" MAG reunion, which
took place on October 31, 2008, in Zagreb, our country’s representatives passed on to
Croatia the Group’s presidency.

The implementation of Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe (CFE
Treaty) and The 1999 Vienna Document on Confidence and Security Building Measures
(VD99) stipulations is included in the same context of international cooperation. Each
year, four passive inspections (in accordance with the 1999 Vienna Document) and one
active inspection (in conformity with the CFE Treaty) take place. Training inspections,
implemented in the Republic of Moldova and abroad, in conformity with the CFE
Treaty, are possible due to the support of the Centers for conventional weapons testing
from the Republic of Germany, Denmark, Belgium. Each year, the republic’s representa-
tives fill in a questionnaire on anti-personnel land mines. Structures of the Ministry of
Defense present, each year, 17 documents, according to the international treaties in the
military field, as part of the information exchange.

INSTITUTIONS AND AUTHORITIES

T serviciile de suport in domeniul apararii nationale sunt inregistrate: Agentia
nAsigurare Resurse si Administrare Patrimoniu a Ministerului Apérarii; Agentia
Informatii Militare; Agentia pentru Stiinta si Memorie Militard; Centrul mass-media
militard; Inspectoratul Militar al Ministerului Apararii; institutii, centre si reprezentante
responsabile de logistica, recrutare si mobilizare, reprezentante militare, alte servicii.

ASPECTE PRIVIND MEDICINA MILITARA

Structurile armatei beneficiaza de servicii medicale chiar de la inceputul activitatii
institutiei militare, acestea fiind imbunatatite si perfectionate pe parcursul anilor.

Domeniul medicinei militare si-a propus drept obiectiv fundamental asigurarea si
prestarea in regim operational si de urgenta a serviciilor medicale (in context prespi-
talicesc si spitalicesc), a expertizei medico-militare si a sprijinului medical operational
pentru celelalte structuri ale Armatei Nationale. Dezvoltarea sistemului medico-militar,
inclusiv prin pregatirea profesionala medico-militara, dezvoltarea cooperirii si colabo-
rarii cu structurile medico-militare din tard si de peste hotare, dotarea tehnica adecvata
a institutiilor medico-militare permit realizarea acestor sarcini in moduri mai eficiente
si adecvate cerintelor actuale.

Serviciile in domeniul medicinei sunt prestate prin intermediul Inspectoratului
Militar al Ministerului Apararii de catre Centrul Consultativ Diagnostic si Spitalul
Clinic Militar Central, precum si de alte structuri.

In anul 1995, in acest domeniu activau: Directia militar-medicald a Ministerului
Apararii, ca organ ierarhic superior de conducere; doua spitale (Spitalul militar central,
cu 300 de paturi si o bazd de odihna de 50 de paturi si Spitalul militar din orasul Balti,
cu o capacitate de 75 de paturi); Policlinica militara centrald, previazuta pentru 300 de
vizite pe zi; Depozitul medical independent, unde erau pastrate 500 de tone de mate-
riale; Detasamentul medical de profilaxie; Internatul personalului medical; Comisia
militard medicald centrala; Laboratorul patologo-anatomic medico-judiciar; Catedra de
medicina militard si extrema, precum si subunitatile medicale din unitatile militare.

Spitalul militar a fost organizat in baza unui spital de garnizoand, transformat in
scurt timp in institutie medicald importantd, cu utilaj modern de tratament si diagnos-
ticare. Initial, spitalul avea 23 de sectii si cabinete de tratament si diagnosticare, unde
erau tratati anual circa 4.000 de bolnavi, se efectuau circa 1.000 de operatii.
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Ministerul Apararii detine utilaj medical complex de diagnosticare cu ultrasunet,
fibro-gastroscoape pentru cabinetul stomatologic, analizatoare semiautomate biochi-
mice etc. In activitatea institutiilor au fost antrenati cei mai buni specialisti, care s-au
incadrat perfect in institutia militard medicald. Institutiile medicale au fost sustinute de
parteneri externi, care au pus la dispozitia acestora mijloace tehnice pentru necesitatile
de reutilare si dotare; medicii militari moldoveni participa in cadrul misiunilor de
mentinere a pacii organizate sub egida institutiilor internationale si la multiple exercitii
multinationale.

Medicii militari sunt receptivi si la problemele societétii: anual in institutiile milita-
re medicale sunt internati pentru tratament sute de civili, iar specialistii militari, inclusiv
cei din centrul consultativ-diagnostic, efectueaza in beneficiul acestora mii de operatii.
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Institutii si autoritati in serviciul de suport al Armatei Nationale

Institutions and Authorities in the Support Service of the National Army

Th support services in the field of national defense include the Agency for
eEnsuring Resources and Administration of Patrimony; Military Information
Agency; Agency for Military Science and Memory; Military Mass-Media Center;
Military Inspectorate of the Ministry of Defense; other institutions, centers, and repre-
sentations, concerned with logistics, recruitment and mobilization, military representa-
tion, other services.

ASPECTS OF MILITARY MEDICINE

The Army’s structures benefit from medical care since the beginning of the military
institution’s activity; in time, these were upgraded and perfected.

The field of military medicine has stated as a fundamental goal the insuring and
providing, in an operational and urgent regime, of medical care (in pre-hospital and
hospital context); medical-military expertise and medical operational assistance for
other structures of the National Army. The development of the military medicine sys-
tem, including through professional military medicine training, deepening the coop-
eration and collaboration with military medicine structures from our country and from
abroad, the adequate technological endowment of military medicine institutions allows
the accomplishment of these tasks in more efficient ways, attuned to the contemporary
necessities.

Medical care is offered through the Military Inspectorate of the Ministry of Defense
by the Consultative Diagnostic Center and the Central Military Clinical Hospital, as
well as by other structures.

In 1995 several structures activated in this field: the Military Medical Direction
of the Ministry of Defense, as a hierarchically superior command organ; two hospitals
(Central Military Hospital, with a capacity of 300 beds and a resting base of 50 beds,
and the Military Hospital of Balti city, with a capacity of 75 beds); the Central Military
Polyclinic, with a capacity of 300 visits per day; the Independent Military Depot,
where 500 tons of material were being kept; the Prophylactic Medical Detachment; the
Medical-Judiciary Pathologic-Anatomic Laboratory; Military and Extreme Medicine
Chair, as well as the military units medical subdivisions.

The military hospital was organized on the basis of a garrison hospital, trans-
formed, in a short while, in an important military institution, with modern treatment
and diagnostic technology. Initially, the hospital had 23 sections and treatment and
diagnostic consulting rooms, where about 4.000 patients were being treated each year
and about 1.000 operations took place.

The Ministry of Defense owns complex medical technology for ultrasound diag-
nostic, fibrogastroscopes for the dentists room, semiautomatic biochemical analyzers,
etc. In the institutions’ activity high ranking experts were involved, fitting perfectly in
the medical military institution. Medical institutions were supported by foreign part-
ners, who offered them technology for re-equipment and supplies; Moldovan military
doctors participate in peacekeeping missions carried under the international peace-
keeping organizations aegis and in various multinational exercises.

Military doctors are also open to society’s problems: each year, in military medical
institutions, hundreds of civilian patients are interned, and military specialists, including
those of the consultative diagnostic center, perform on them thousands of operations.

MILITARY MASS-MEDIA CENTER

Military Mass-Media Center, part of the military structure, was created at the

beginning of the military organism’s activity, in connection with the publication of
the “Oastea Moldovei” (Moldova’s Army) magazine. The first issue of this publication
was launched in May, 1992. At the same time, a handout with the same title was being
multiplied, intended for the audience of the motherland’s defenders during the Dniester
war. Its mission was to raise the spirits of Moldovan combatants which fought for the
country’s integrity. Initially, military institutions from Romania also participated in the
publication’s creation.

In March, 2006, in order to diversify the information flux and, as a consequence, to
rise the number of information requests regarding military structure and realized activ-
ities, by the defense minister’s order, on the basis of the “Oastea Moldovei” magazine
editorial board, the Military Mass-Media Center was created. The Center includes the
“Oastea Moldovei” magazine editorial staff, the TV/Radio section and the Internet sec-
tion, having the mission of reflecting the military’s activity, in order to raise the prestige
of the military in the civil society’s and among military collectives’ ranks. These goals
are accomplished by the publishing of the “Oastea Moldovei” magazine, the TV show
“La datorie” (On Duty), the radio show “Scutul Patriei” (Motherlands Shield), as well
as by publishing information on military topics on the military institution’s web page.
For a more efficient promotion of military values, the Military Mass-Media Center
conceived the first draft of the “Oastea Moldovei” web page, which can be accessed on
http://www.oastea.army.md.
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AGENTIA PENTRU STIINTA $| MEMORIE MILITARA

Agen‘gia pentru Stiintd si Memorie Militard are misiunea de a dezvolta si asigura
implementarea politicii statului in sfera stiintei militare, cercetarii stiintifice in
domeniul securitatii si apararii, memoriei si istoriei militare, precum si de a asigura
respectarea regimului mormintelor si operelor comemorative de razboi.

Institutia desfasoara activititi de cercetare stiintifica fundamentald si aplicativa
in campul tematic al securitatii si politicii de aparare, artei militare, istoriei militare
nationale si internationale; promoveaza rezultatele activitatii de cercetare prin interme-
diul revistelor de istorie militara si de cultivare a spiritului militar, monografiilor, cule-
gerilor de studii, materialelor promotionale, culegerilor de materiale ale conferintelor si
simpozioanelor organizate.

O alta dimensiune a activitatii Agentiei pentru Stiinta si Memorie Militara o repre-
zintd oferirea de expertiza de specialitate factorilor si institutiilor de decizie din dome-
niu. Agentia are o contributie importanta si la perfectionarea pregatirii personalului
armatei prin valorificarea rezultatelor cercetarii in domeniile de interes si aplicarea lor
in procesele de dezvoltare a Fortelor Armate; colecteaza si conserva bunurile istorice
cu tematica militara si le valorifica prin expunere in scop de instruire si prezentare
publicului prin intermediul Muzeului Militar.

Agentia implementeaza prevederile actelor normative si ale tratatelor internationale
cu prevederi in domeniul stiintei si istoriei militare si al cultului eroilor la care Republica
Moldova este parte.

Pe parcursul anilor, institutia a realizat sute de expozitii tematice temporare, dispune
de o expozitie tematica permanenta si organizeaza sistematic simpozioane si conferinte
stiintifice, dar si evenimente cu participarea publicului larg. In cadrul agentiei au fost
elaborate peste 30 de monografii tematice si un numar impunator de studii si articole
in domeniul apérarii si istoriei militare.
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AGENCY FOR MILITARY SCIENCE AND MEMORY

Th Agency for Military Science and Memory has the mission of developing and
einsuring the implementation of state policy in the field of military science,
research in the field of security and defense, military memory and history, as well as
insuring compliance with the regime of war graves and memorials.

The institution carries fundamental and applied research in the thematic field of secu-
rity and defense policy, military arts, national and international military history; dis-
seminates the research results through military history and military spirit cultivation
journals, monographs, proceedings of the conferences and symposia it organizes.

Another aspect of the Agency for Military Science and Memory’s activity is provid-
ing specialized expertise to decision factors and institutions in the field. The agency has
an important contribution to the continuing education of military personnel through
using the results of its own research in its interest fields and their application in the
development process of the Armed Forces; it collects and preserves historic assets of
military character and it promotes them through exhibiting these assets, with the pur-
pose of public instruction and familiarization, through the Military Museum. Part of
the institution’s structure is its Hero Worship Service, tasked with control over compli-
ance with the legal regime of war graves and memorials, developing programs and pro-
moting through teaching the memory of people who died in the line of duty, organizing
the national record and research system for the war graves and memorials found on the
territory of the Republic of Moldova.

The Agency implements the provisions of legal acts and international treaties that
regulate he field of military science and history and hero worship, to which the Republic
of Moldova has acceded.

Over the years, the institution organized hundreds of temporary thematic exhibi-
tions, has a permanent thematic exhibition and systematically organizes symposia and
research conferences, as well as events that involve the general public. In the framework
of the Agency, more than 30 thematic monographs and an imposing number of studies
and papers in the field of defense and military history were written.
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ASPECTE ALE INVATAMANTULUI MILITAR

ASPECTS OF MILITARY EDUCATION

Invé‘gémémtul militar se axeaza pe formarea de lideri, luptatori si specialisti competenti,
cu o pregatire profesionala inalta, la nivelul misiunilor si cerintelor prezente si viitoare
ale structurilor Armatei Nationale, in acord cu evolutiile fenomenului militar si cu dinami-
ca mediului de securitate global. Dezvoltarea domeniului invatdmantului militar superior
s-a bazat pe valorificarea potentialului stiintifico-didactic militar national si intensificarea
cooperdrii in cadrul parteneriatelor si consortiilor cu institutiile de invatamant superior si
de cercetare din tara si din strainatate. Un aspect-cheie continud sa fie sustinerea cerceta-
rii stiintifice si dezvoltarea infrastructurii de invatamant, instruire si cercetare stiintifica
pentru a asigura necesitdtile sistemului national de aparare a statului.

Prima institutie de invatdimént militar a Republicii Moldova a fost liceul militar.
Conducerea militard a Republicii Moldova a prezentat Guvernului, la 3 iulie 1992, un
proiect de lege cu privire la crearea acestei structuri. La 29 iulie 1992, Guvernul a apro-
bat hotdréarea nr. 459 privind organizarea liceului militar. Prin ordinul din 13 octombrie
1992 al ministrului apararii a fost desemnat si primul comandant al liceului. Institutia
si-a inceput activitatea la 22 noiembrie 1992, inaugurarea ei oficiala fiind anuntata de
catre comandantul suprem al fortelor armate, presedintele Mircea Snegur. La inceput,
in procesul de invatdmant au fost incadrati 11 profesori.

La 1 septembrie 1993, prin Hotararea Guvernului nr. 550, institutia a fost reor-
ganizata in Colegiul militar ,,Alexandru cel Bun” La 3 octombrie, in timpul depune-
rii solemne a primului juramant militar, institutiei i s-a transmis Drapelul de lupta.
La inceputul anului 1994, Colegiul militar includea cateva catedre: Catedra tacticd;
Catedra artilerie; Catedra patrimoniu material, armament si tehnica de lupta; Catedra
stiinte sociale; Catedra limbi moderne; Catedra discipline generale, in cadrul carora se
desfasura pregatirea de specialisti militari in domeniul infanteriei motorizate, artileriei,
transmisiunilor. Prima promotie, cea din 1995, a intrunit 72 de absolventi.
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Incepand cu 1995, institutia a inceput si-si consolideze baza tehnico-material si
cea metodicd: catedrele au fost reorganizate si completate cu cadre didactice si au fost
elaborate programe individuale de studiu. In afard de cursurile de bazi, au fost instituite
noi cursuri teoretice si practice: studierea intensiva a limbii engleze (din 1995); studie-
rea intensiva a limbii germane (din 1998); pregatirea sergentilor (din 1998); pregitirea
ofiterilor externisti (din 1999); ridicarea calificarii ofiterilor (din 2000); studierea inten-
sivd a limbii franceze (din 2002). Pe durata functiondrii sale, Colegiul militar a dat 10
promotii, respectiv 642 ofiteri.

Prin Hotdrarea Guvernului nr. 589, la 14 mai 2002, Colegiul militar a fost transfor-
mat in Institutul Militar al Fortelor Armate, cu termen de instruire de 4 ani. Institutul
pregatea specialisti pentru infanterie, artilerie, transmisiuni, serviciul de graniceri,
trupele de carabinieri.

In 2010, institutia a fost transformata in Academie militard, obiectivul ei principal
fiind asigurarea fortelor armate ale Republicii Moldova cu cadre de ofiteri cu studii
superioare.

Din momentul constituirii, efectivul Academiei militare a fost permanent antre-
nat in actiuni stiintifice de anvergura, seminare si ateliere de lucru de nivel national si
international, studii postuniversitare. Procesul de invatimént este insotit de studiu si
cercetare stiintifica. Potentialul didactico-stiintific al institutiei este orientat citre un
profesionalism inalt, cunoasterea limbilor moderne si a tehnologiilor informationale.
Actualmente, in cadrul institutiei isi desfasoara activitatea 76 de cadre profesoral-didac-
tice, angajate la noud catedre de profil.

In 2010, in cadrul Academiei militare a fost creat Centrul de studii strategice de
securitate si apdrare, care a initiat un sir de relatii de colaborare cu institutii similare din
tara si de peste hotare: Scoala navald postuniversitara din Monterey, SUA; Universitatea
Bundeswehr Munich din Germania; Centrul de studii strategice de securitate si apa-
rare, Academia Militard ,Carol I” din Bucuresti, Roménia; Institutul de Cercetari
Enciclopedice al Academiei de Stiinte din Ucraina; Academia de Stiinte a Moldovei;
Universitatea de Stat din Moldova; Universitatea Pedagogica de Stat ,,Jon Creangd” din
Chisinau; Centrul de Informare si Documentare NATO etc.

In prezent, institutia oferd si programe de masterat si doctorat.

Gratie acordurilor si protocoalelor semnate cu partenerii din strainatate, cadrele
nationale au posibilitatea sa-si urmeze pregatirea si sa beneficieze de stagii la diverse
institutii militare internationale; sa se specializeze in domenii strict necesare pentru
edificarea si dezvoltarea organismului militar al Republicii Moldova. Conform statisti-
cii prezentate de Departamentul mobilizérii resurselor umane, pana la acest moment,
1.611 militari din cadrul Armatei Nationale au studiat ori au participat la diverse stagii
in cadrul institutiilor militare de peste hotare.
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Colaborarea in domeniul invitaméantului militar a inceput in toamna anului 1991,
cand, la initiativa conducerii statului roman, Departamentul militar a selectat primii
candidati la studii in domeniul militar pentru institutiile militare din Romania. La
14 decembrie 1992, a fost semnat primul acord de colaborare militard cu Romania,
in luna septembrie 1993 fiind incheiat un nou protocol de colaborare in domeniul
invataimantului militar, prin care colegii din Romania se angajau sid pregateasca in
institutiile lor de profil specialisti in domeniul militar. Pe parcursul anilor, colaborarea
in domeniul invatdmantului militar intre Republica Moldova si Romania s-a extins: au
fost semnate noi acorduri si protocoale de colaborare (Brasov, 4 martie 2000 etc.).

RepublicaMoldovaastabilitrelatii durabile de colaborarein domeniul invataméantului
militar si cu Ucraina. Incepand cu 1998, cele doua state si-au enuntat priorititile privitor
la mai multe aspecte ale invatdmantului militar.

Instruirea militard reprezintd unul dintre aspectele primordiale ale colabora-
rii Ministerului Apardrii al Republicii Moldova cu structurile militare din Statele
Unite ale Americii. Imediat dupa semnarea primelor acte de colaborare militara cu
Departamentul Apardrii al SUA, institutia americand a acordat Republicii Moldova
programe de asistentd in domeniul instruirii militare (IMET).

Domeniul invatdmantului militar constituie o prioritate si in relatiile cu alte state.

La 7 februarie 1995, in baza unui acord semnat la Atena, Republica Elend se anga-
ja sa ofere burse studentilor moldoveni dispusi sa studieze in cadrul institutiilor de
invatamant militar ale Greciei.

Relatiile militare incheiate cu guvernul britanic prevedeau si o intelegere speciala
privind organizarea (in perioada octombrie 1996 - decembrie 1998) a unor cursuri de
limba engleza, predate de profesori ai Consiliului Britanic, pentru ofiterii aparatului
central al institutiei militare moldovenesti. In anul 1998, militarii moldoveni partici-
pau deja, in calitate de bursieri ai statului britanic, la un seminar in probleme de drept
militar si la un curs de medicina de campanie, desfasurate in Marea Britanie. La 26 mai
2004, la Chisindu, a fost semnat un acord cu privire la cercetarile comune, transmiterea
si utilizarea productiei tehnico-stiintifice militare a celor doua tari.

In 1998, Ministerul Aparirii al Republicii Moldova si Ministerul Apararii Nationale
al Republicii Turcia au semnat un acord de colaborare in domeniul instruirii, stiintei
si tehnicii militare (Ankara, 19 noiembrie 1998). In anul 2001, a fost semnat un acord
suplimentar privitor la cooperarea in domeniul instruirii militare, statul turc anuntdndu-
si disponibilitatea pentru ulterioare colaboréri in domeniul instruirii militare.

La 10 iunie 2001, la Moscova, intra in vigoare acordul privind admiterea militarilor
din Republica Moldova in institutiile de invatimant militar subordonate Ministerului
Apararii al Federatiei Ruse.

La 30 septembrie 2004, la Vilnius, a fost semnat un acord de colaborare in dome-
niul invatdmantului militar cu Lituania, privind admiterea studentilor moldoveni la
Academia militara a Lituaniei.

Relatiile de colaborare in domeniul invatimantului militar stabilite intre Armata
Nationald si partenerii occidentali s-au extins si s-au aprofundat si gratie participa-
rii reprezentantilor Moldovei in cadrul Programului international de studii militare
(IMET) si prin dezvoltarea institutiilor nationale de invitamant.

La etapa actuala, institutia militara a Republicii Moldova detaseaza militari si pre-
militari, in baza tratatelor internationale privind inviataméantul militar, in state precum:
SUA, Germania, Marea Britanie, Suedia, Olanda, Cehia, Estonia, Lituania, Letonia,
Turcia, Ungaria, Ucraina, Roménia, Franta, Elvetia, China, Rusia, Grecia, Croatia,
Armenia, Bosnia si Hertegovina, Norvegia, Austria, Slovenia etc.
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ilitary education is focused of training competent leaders, fighters, and specialists,

with a high degree of professionalism, which can meet the level of present and
future missions and necessities of the National Army structures, in conformity with the
evolution of the military phenomenon and the global security environment dynamics.
The development of higher military education was based on using the national military
research and education potential and the deepening of cooperation in the framework
of partnerships and consortiums with higher education and research based in Moldova
and in other countries. A key aspect is support for scientific research and the develop-
ment of the education, training, and scientific research infrastructure, in order to fulfill
the needs of the national system of state defense.

The first military education institution from the Republic of Moldova was a mili-
tary lyceum. On July 3, 1992, the Republic of Moldova military leaders presented to the
Government a draft of a law concerning the creation of this structure. On July 29, 1992,
the Government passed Decision no. 459 on the organization of the military lyceum.
By the defense minister’s order of October 13, 1992, the first commander of the lyceum
was appointed. The institution started its activity on November 22, 1992, its official
opening announced by the commander-in-chief of the armed forces, the president of
the Republic of Moldova, Mircea Snegur. From the start, 11 teachers were involved in
the education process.

On September 1, 1993, by the Government’s Decision no. 550, the institution was
re-organized, becoming the Military College “Alexandru cel Bun”. On October 3, during
the solemn ceremony of the first military oath, the institution was handed the Battle
Flag. At the beginning of 1994, the institution had several chairs, including the Chair
of Tactics; Chair of Artillery; Chair of Patrimony, Arms and Battle Technology; Chair
of Social Sciences; Chair of Modern Languages; Chair of General Subjects, that were
carrying the training of military experts in the fields of motorized infantry, artillery,
transmissions. The first class, the one of 1995, had 72 graduates.

Since 1995, the institution began to strengthen its technical-material and methodi-
cal base: its chairs were reorganized, didactic personnel was recruited, and special study
programs were created. Besides the core courses, new theoretical and practical courses
were instituted: the intensive study of English language (since 1995); the intensive study
of German language (since 1998); the training of sergeants (since 1998); the training of
foreign intelligence officers (since 1999); continuing education (since 2000); the inten-
sive study of French language (since 2002). During its activity, 10 classes — 642 officers
- graduated from the Military College.

By the Government Decision no. 589, on May 14, 2002, the Military College was
transformed in the Military Institute of the Armed Forces, with a 4 year study program.
The Institute was training experts for infantry, artillery, communications, border ser-
vice, carabineer troops.
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In 2010, the institution was transformed in a Military Academy, having as a main goal
ensuring the armed forces of the Republic of Moldova with personnel with higher education.

Since its founding, the Military Academy’s effective was continuously engaged in
wide research activities, national and international seminars and workshops, postgrad-
uate studies. The teaching process is accompanied by study and research. The didactic-
research potential of the Military Academy aspires toward a high level of professional-
ism, knowledge of modern languages and informational technologies. Currently, the
institution’s personnel is composed of 76 teachers, working in its nine chairs.

In 2010, in the framework of the Military Academy, the Center for Strategic Studies
in Security and Defense was created; it initiated a series of collaboration relations with
similar institutions from the country and from abroad: Naval Postgraduate School
of Monterey, USA; Bundeswehr Munich University of Germany; Center for Strategic
Studies in Security and Defense, Military Academy “Carol I” of Bucharest, Romania;
Institute for Encyclopedic Research of the Academy of Sciences of Ukraine; Academy
of Sciences of Moldova, State University of Moldova, State Pedagogical University “Ion
Creanga” of Chisinau, Information and Documentation Center on NATO, etc.

Currently, the institution also offers Masters and Doctorate studies

Due to agreements and protocols signed with foreign partners, the national per-
sonnel have the possibility to continue their training and to benefit from internships
in various international military institutions; to specialize in fields necessary for the
construction and development of the military organism of the Republic of Moldova.
According to the statistics presented by the Department for Human Resources Mobility,
until now, 1.611 servicemen of the National Army studied at or participated in intern-
ships offered by foreign military institutions.

The collaboration in the field of military education started in the fall of 1991, when,
at the initiative of the Romanian state administration, the Military Department selected
the first candidates for studies in the military field in Romania’s military institutions.
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On December 14, 1992, the first military collaboration agreement with Romania was
signed; in September 1993 a new protocol on collaboration in the field of military edu-
cation was approved, and Romanian colleagues committed to prepare, in specialized
institutions, experts in the military field. During the years, the Republic of Moldova and
Romania’s collaboration in the field of military education extended: new collaboration
agreements and protocols were signed (Brasov, March 4, 2000, etc.).

The Republic of Moldova also established enduring collaboration relations in the
field of military education with Ukraine. Since 1998, the two states announced their
priorities on several aspects of military education.

Military education is one of the primordial aspects of the collaboration between the
Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova and the military structures from the
United States of America. Right after the first documents on military collaboration with
the Defense Department of the USA were signed, the American institution granted the
Republic of Moldova assistance programs in the field of military education (IMET).

The field of military collaboration is also a priority in the relations with other
states.

On February 7, 1995, on the basis of an agreement signed in Athens, the Hellenic
Republic committed itself to offer scholarships to Moldovan students who wanted to
study in Greek military education institutions.

The military relations with the British Government included a special agreement
on the organization (during October 1996 — December 1998) of English language
courses, taught by British Council teachers, for the officers of the central staff of the
Moldovan military institution. In 1998, Moldovan servicemen already participated,
with scholarships from the British state, in a workshop on military law problems and
in a military medicine course, both taking place in Great Britain. On May 26, 2004, in
Chisinau, an agreement on joint research, transmission and use of the two countries’
military technological-scientific production was signed.

In 1998, the Ministry of Defense of the Republic of Moldova and the Ministry of
National Defense of the Republic of Turkey signed an agreement on collaboration in
the field of military education, research, and technology (Ankara, November 19, 1998).
In 2001, an additional agreement on cooperation in the field of military education was
signed, the Turkish state announcing its openness for eventual collaborations in the
field of military education.

On June 10, 2001, in Moscow, the agreement on admission of servicemen from
the Republic of Moldova in military education institutions subordinated to the Russian
Federation’s Ministry of Defense entered into force.

On September 30, 2004, in Vilnius, a collaboration agreement with Lithuania in the
field of military education was signed, regulating the admission of Moldovan students
for study in the Military Academy of Lithuania.

The collaboration relations in the field of military education between the National
Army and western partners extended and deepened also due to the Moldovan repre-
sentatives’ participation in the International Military Education and Training program
and to the national education institutions’ development.

Currently, the Republic of Moldovas military institution sends servicemen and
pre-conscripts, on the basis of international agreements on military education, in states
such as USA, Germany, Great Britain, Sweden, Netherlands, Czech Republic, Estonia,
Lithuania, Latvia, Turkey, Hungary, Ukraine, Romania, France, Switzerland, China,
Russia, Greece, Croatia, Armenia, Bosnia, Herzegovina, Norway, Austria, Slovenia, etc.
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
